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The War in the Gulf

In no way will LINK express any opinion on the rights or wrongs of this
Country’s involvement (or that of any other country for that matter) in the
present war in the Middle East.

However now that it is a fact and our men and women have been sent to
the War Zone they deserve our urgent and unstinted support. Some
commodities which may appear ‘“commonplace” or “insignificant” whilst
they are leading normal lives at home can prove to be luxuries in a Desert
environment. It is right, therefore, to commend members of the Gulf
Support Groups who are giving of their time and energy to collect suitable
gifts or monetary donations for their purchase. Collecting boxes have been
placed in Shops and Pubs in the village — Members of the Armed Services
(some from Bugbrooke) should be left in no doubt as to our overwhelming
support.

Calendars

Many of our readers have expressed disappointment at the LINK 1991
Calendar. The Chairman and Committee accept much of the criticism.
However they do point out that in printing terms the LINK Calendar is a
small volume run, and with a separate picture on each page it attracts high
initial design costs — two features which make it difficult to produce a
calendar at a price the public would be prepared to pay. To illustrate this
point it is estimated that an average quality coloured calendar based on the
quantity required would cost around £10 per copy. Because both last years
and this years products were poorly received it is unlikely that a calendar
will be produced for 1992 although at this stage options will be kept open.

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Parish Council Meetings Dec 90 and Jan 91

For some time now the Parish Council have been telling British Waterways
that the aquaduct is in a potentially dangerous state. Following a site visit
they agreed to place a glass pilot in the structure to assess any movement.
The idea of these devices is that the amount that they crack reflects the
level of movement. This one has now been totally crushed! To make
matters worse, there is now evidence of masonry falling from the adjacent
viaduct. Needless to say British Waterways and the County Council Area
Surveyor have been asked to examine these structures again with a view to
taking some action, even if it is only to post warning signs.

Another potentially major problem which could affect many people is the
discovery that many sewers in the village have not been adopted by the
Water Authority as the material used does not meet their required
standards. This means that, should they require repair, the cost (which
could be considerable) would fall on the householders. Over 200 houses in
the village are involved, mostly those built in the latter stages of the
Merrifields Estate development. Apparently this is a relatively common
situation throughout the country. The Parish Council have written to the
local Member of Parliament, Michael Morris, and have asked the District
Council to ensure that all future developments are monitored so that new
sewers comply with Anglian Water Authority standards. Anyone worried that
they might be affected may contact the Clerk, Harry Gilkes, telephone
Pattishall 830105, who has details of the areas involved.

Now for the usual generous helping of footpath miscellany. First, KD9
(Ash Grove to High Street). The Area Surveyor has looked again at the
ghastly climbing frame structure at the High Street end of the path, and
noted the views of the Parish Council that any barrier running parallel with
the path should be on the kerb side so that pedestrians are delivered safely
to the High Street path without the temptation to step into the adjacent
private road on a blind corner. The difficulty remains, however, that this
section of path has two different levels. The decision of the Area Surveyor
is awaited . . . with interest! Following fatal accidents involving footpaths
which cross railway lines, British Rail have been reviewing the position of
all such paths throughout the country. In Bugbrooke there are two: KD1 (by
the Old Crown) and KD3 (which runs past Littliffe Farm). Having examined
carefully each of these crossings the Footpath Committee believe that the
level of visibility at KD1 is adequate but that KD3 is potentially dangerous
and could be diverted so that the railway line is crossed under the nearby
bridge. British Rail, who would implement any changes, have been
informed of this view, which is supported by the Parish Council. A further
comparatively minor change which has been considered involves the
straightening of the path which runs behind the cricket pavilion.

Another approach will be made to the Highway Authority for the use of
“Sleeping Policemen” to slow traffic approaching the surgery in Levitts
Road, following the successful use of similar “traffic calming” devices in
other counties.

Gardening Notes March and April

March
Spring arrives this month, official date March 20th, for gardeners when the
temperature rises to an average mean of 6°C (43°F) this usually happens in
our area around the end of the month.

Wind are usually dry. The suns rays are now growing stronger giving us
longer daylight hours. These conditions bring life into our gardens. Plants,

trees and shrubs start to show buds and bloom, very welcome after the dull
winter months.

March is a busy month for gardeners digging and preparing the soil for the
coming years crops. Now is the time to prepare the ground for Dahlia’s and
Chrysanthemums. Rake in a balanced fertiliser before planting.

Complete the planting of roses early in the month if soil is not too wet, put
a dressing of peat and bonemeal around the roots to help them along.
Plant out the herbaceous border as weather permits. Continue to plant new
trees, shrubs and fruit bushes.

Treat mossy areas on lawns with a combined feed and moss killer.

Plant half hardy annuals in the greenhouse ready for pricking out next
month.

Remove Dahlia tubers from storage and spray them regularly with tepid
water, this will soon produce new shoots for rooting in the greenhouse.
Take cuttings when shoots are 3ins long. Cut stems just below a joint, dip
cuttings into a hormone rooting powder, place deep in small pots or trays,
water them in and keep shaded until they begin to root. Treat Chrysanth
cuttings in a similar way.

Vegetables

Many main crop vegetables are started off this month. In this area perhaps
it is better lo start towards the end of the month. If you haven't already
planted shallots do so now. Sow seeds, onions, leeks and parsnips. Plant a
row of early potatoes at the end of month. Plant out onion sets.

April

Spring is here covering the whole of the country. April the month of the
bulbs, probably the best month of the year for gardeners. Daffodils,
Narcissus, Tulips, Hyacinths, Cillas and many others in full bloom heralding
the coming of summer.

Complete your sowing of half hardy annuals in the greenhouse or on the
window sill. A few varieties that will give you colour throughout the summer
are: Busy Lizzies, French and African Marigolds, Alyssum, Lobelia, Asters,
Rudbeckia, Salvias and Petunias. Many of these plants will be on sale at
garden centres during this month, don't be tempted wait until the end of
May before planting out or frosts will destroy them.

Now is the ideal time to plant new conifers and evergreens. Keep these
well watered from now until autumn.

Feed plants and shrubs in borders with a general fertiliser at a rate of 20z
per square yard.

Keep paths and drives free of weeds throughout summer by using
Pathkiller or something similar.

Vegetables

You can now get busy with your vegetable garden. Most seed can now be
sown outside, the exception being runner beans and marrows, leave these
until middle of May.

Sow: Beetroot, brussels sprouts, peas, radish, lettuce, turnips, carrots,
