“LINK’S” Problems

It would be wrong to suggest that over the years of its existence there
had been no problems with our Village Magazine. These, however, have
generally been dealt with as they arise enabling a copy of LINK to drop
through your letterbox every two months. It is hoped that it has proved
to be an informative and entertaining addition to Bugbrooke life.

A problem of larger proportions than usual has now arisen and is
giving cause for concern to LINK Chairman Keith Jenkins and his
Committee . . . simply that the Company who have been printing LINK
in recent times went into liquidation. The cost of printing the February
issue indicates that until our problem is resolved, we have a printing
charge which far outstrips the magazine's anticipated revenue for
adventising.

It is quite inconceivable that LINK will cease to be published ~ with the
good housekeeping employed in the past, funds are available for the
next two or three issues and this should allow time for a thorough
investigation of all aspects of the problems . . . printing, advertising,
sponsorship etc. The Committee have been heartened by the Parish
Council’s recent statement of support.

The LINK Annual General Meeting will be held on Thursday 9th May
1991 at 8.00pm in the Village Hall. All residents are urged to attend and
particularly those who can assist in dealing with the problem now facing
the Committee. With much regret we understand Chairman Keith
Jenkins is not to see re-election at the A.G.M. and that Anne Jenkins is
to retire from the Committee. Their work for LINK over the years has
been crucial to its success. Their contribution earns the sincere
gratitude of all.

And finally, a thank you to Mrs Annie Boswell who, although not on the
Committee, has helped with LINK in one way or another since its
inception and has now decided to retire.

CLOSING DATE FOR THE NEXT ISSUE WILL BE MONDAY 3rd JUNE
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Parish Council Meetings Feb — April 1991

By the time you read this the village may have a new Parish Council
following the Elections on 2nd May. Details of the new membership,
which may not differ greatly from the existing membership, will be set
out in the next issue of LINK. The current review of local government
may make this Election an historic event as parish councils, along with
other tiers of government, may not survive.

Due to changes in, and a general shortage of, police officers, the
meeting early in April was the first for some considerable time that a
police officer had been able to attend. Consequently members did not
miss the opportunity of raising a number of issues related to the policing
of the village. These involved speeding motorists (speed traps have
been and will again be used in the village), restricted parking areas
(special constables have imposed fines on motorists parking on the
yellow lines and a request has been made for more regular visits in
order to reduce the thoughtless and often dangerous illegal parking) and
juvenile vandalism (a spate of minor incidents have occurred involving
wanton destruction of property of the type often carried out by these
young individuals whose inadequacies seem to lead them to desperate
means of drawing attention to themselves — the police are confident that
they have this matter in hand). The general and overriding feeling of the
Parish Council remains, however, that they are unhappy with the system
of Team Policing which, although administratively convenient whilst the
Force is undermanned, distances the police from the community.

Regrettably, the theme of petty vandalism continues: this time in
relation to bus stops, particularly those at Butts Hill and the High Street,
opposite the primary school, where nefarious activities can occur out of
sight. The future of the shelter in the High Street has been questioned
before as, even if a window was put into the side of this building, it
would be impossible from its location set back on the green to see
buses before they had passed the shelter. In view of this the Parish
Council have asked for estimates of the cost of demolishing the entire
building, adapting it or replacing it entirely. This information should be
available at the meeting of the new Parish Council in May when a final
decision could be taken. However, all members seemed to support Sue
Pace’s view that what was intended as a village amenity was becoming
an obscenity.

Whilst  considering planning applications, Aubrey Howard asked
whether the District Council made any arrangements to ensure that all
the trees often scaltered liberally about such plans were actually
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included in any subsequent development. An enquiry of the District
Council produced a lengthy response which in effect means that unless
such an omission is drawn to their attention, they are unable to enforce
this aspect of plans. Clearly, the Parish Council will now be particularly
vigilant in this respect so far as all existing and future developments in
the village are concerned.

The Parish Council were again treated to an example of Highway
Authority logic. After numerous requests over many months for the
replacement of the barriers on the B4525 at ‘Knitters Grave’, the
Highway Authority have announced that they do not propose to replace
these barriers as they are regularly damaged. It does not seem to have
occurred to them that the fact that they are regularly damaged
demonstrates the need for their replacement in order to continue
protecting pedestrians and cyclists on the adjacent footpath. This will be
drawn to their attention and their reply is awaited with interest.

Finally, to finish where we began; all parishioners will be entitled o
exercise their democratic right to vote in the District Council and Parish
Council Elections on Thursday 2nd May.

Thanks were expressed on behalf of
the whole Church to the many people who had helped in any way with
the life of the Church in the past year, and we remembered those who
had died in the past year. The Rector recalled highlights of the past
year, and was especially encouraged to note a significant increase of
10% in the congregation at Parish Communion, the attendance on
ordinary Sundays now averaging 94. Our Day of Thanksgiving helped
many to see how good God had been to us in the past year. He looked
forward to our Centenary Festival, our Lent course on Prayer, and our
planning day with the Standing Committee led by Sheila Addison, as we
take up the challenge of the Decade of Evangelism.

19th Century re-ordering of Bugbrooke Church

In 1828 the old open-ended pews were replaced with box pews which
were rented to families in the village, there were a few pews at the back
for poor folk to sit in. Music was supplied from a gallery at the back of
the church and the chancel was bare except for two box pews for the
Rector and his servants. But modern ideas about styles of worship were
reaching Bugbrooke and the first step in 1879 was the purchase of an
organ to replace the instrumentalists in accompanying the singing. The
organ, made in 1844, was purchased from a church in Oxford and was
placed where the font now is. Because of the height of the new organ
the gallery had to be taken away. By now robed choirs had become
tashionable and with the Communion Service growing in prominence
once again, moves were set in train to re-order the inside of Bugbrooke
Church to fit in with the new styles of worship. A scheme was drawn up
by Matthew Holding, who had already drawn the plans for St. Matthew,
Northampton and St. Mary, Far Cotton. There were iwo main aims in
view, to bring the organ and choir to the front of the church, and to
make the altar the focal point of the church and visible from the majority
of seats. So the scheme proposed the building of an extension to the
south aisle which was to incorporate a space for the organ and a choir
vestry, the raising of the east end of the sanctuary as far as was
possible without making the priest's vestry doorway too low, and then,
to create even more height for the altar, lowering the whole of the nave
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floor by about a foot all over. Also incorporated in the plans were a new
under-floor hot air heating system and new pews open-ended more like
those replaced in 1828. The work commenced in June 1890 when the
last service in the old church took place and from then on the services
took place in the Sunday School Hall. The work was hardly finished by
Wednesday 8th May, when the Bishop of Peterborough came for a
special service of re-dedication in what was a very different looking
church inside from the closure nearly a year before. It is this centenary
we are celebrating with our festival week in 1991. Further work
continued on the church up to the beginning of the First World War and
the final debts were paid off in 1920 in memory of the Rev. Ernest
Harrison who had died that year.

I have been hearing a lot about the mink lately. This is the creature
that lives and hunts by streams and rivers. It is larger than a stoat and
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is almost black in colour. Aubrey Howard was telling me that in the
Summer he often goes hunting with the mink hounds. He says the mink
will devastate wildlife beside waterways. They eat lots of fish, they will
kill wild duck and moorhens.

We have certainly had some changeable weather since the beginning
of February. My diary reads:-

7th February —~ brook frozen over
8th - heavy snowfall
19th - fog

22nd — heavy rain

In between all these there have been lots of frosts, but of course these
are doing good by holding things back in the garden. There have been
some heavy rains too and they must have filled up some of the cracks.

The strong gusts of wind have been rather unkind to the rooks
opposite. They blew two of the.nests clean away.

Mr Clarke, from the Sunday School, tells me he has seen a Waxwing
in his garden. We have seen no end of greenfinches on the bird table
this Winter.

Now, of course, the birds are all busy building their nests and many
may have young to feed, so we shall soon have to reduce the nuts etc.
on the bird table.

Gardening Notes

May & June

May, the fifth month of the year, real Springtime; Mayday festivities take
place on the 1st of the month with dancing round the Maypole. The
hawthorn flowers which heralds the Summer.

We can expect all kinds of weather during this month. Winds are
generally from a north easterly direction bringing rain, hail and snow.
Anticyclones give hot daytime temperatures with clear nights which lead
to early morning frosts.
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Rhododendrons and Azaleas reach perfection this month.

During the month of May, we sow practically all our seeds both for
flower and vegetable gardens.

All hardy annuals may be sown in the border to produce masses of
colour through the summer. Marigolds, candytuft, clarkias, nasturtiums
and cornflowers are a few examples. Sprinkle the seed on a well
prepared bed and rake in.

Plant dormant dahlia tubers outside now, but leave rooted cuttings until
the end of the month. Plant out half hardy annuals during the last week
in May.

Prune forsythias and flowering currants by cutting away some of the
older branches. Apply shading to greenhouse (Coolglass is ideal to use)
lo prevent interior getting too hot.

Treat weeds in the lawn with a liquid weedkiller. Feed indoor plants
now with a houseplant fertilizer.

Dwarf and Runner Beans are sown this month (about the 15th).
Prepare site for marrows and plant out at end of the month. Cover your
polatoes if frost threatens, newspaper will do the trick. (Place a stone on
paper to hold it down.) If you haven't been able to sow parsnips, turnips,
beetroot and carrots, do so now.

June is usually the month of summer. Westerly winds set in replacing
the cold northerlies which will make a pleasant change. The sun is at its
strongest in June. Just relax, sit in the garden chair and watch your
plants grow.

This is the month of the roses, how nice they all look.

Plant out your rooted dahlia cuttings. Complete the planting of half
hardy annuals. Finish sowing your hardy annual seeds now.

Don't forget the kiddies, they love sowing seeds. Buy them some cress
seed, put in margarine tubs, place on window sill, it will be through in
three days.

Water your gladioli during dry spells. Lift your bulbs when foliage dies
down.

Watch out for greenily. Spray roses weekly. Feed plants in tubs. Keep
hedges clipped. Cut out all dead flower heads.

Vegetables

Plant out winter greenstuff such as cabbages, brussels and heading
broccoli. Plant your marrows and tomatoes outside towards the end of
the month. Sow more radishes and white turnips. Earth up your
potatoes then sit back and relax.

At the time | am writing these notes (28th March) | can see out of my
window a lovely display of hyacinths, daffodils, tulips, scillas and
aubretia. They are a little later | think this year than the last two years.

Bugbrooke Women’s Institute

During the first ten years of this century, six new universities were
founded in Britain: a source of pride and achievement and hope in the
growth of higher education. The Women’s Institute at once saw that
these universities were of no great value to village folk, whose old ways
worked well, but needed adapting to modern equipment and newer
standards of hygiene.

“When you educate a man, you educate an individual, when you
educate a woman, you educate a family” was a maxim strongly believed
in by Lady Denman, chairman of the National Federation of Women's
Institutes from 1917 to 1946. Between the World Wars, the W.l. had
begun to act as agents for Local Authorities in promoting the
educational facilities made available by the County Councils, and
became a strong influence on the educational scene. In 1946, they
boldly launched an appeal for £60,000 to open their own College for
adult education, to be called Denman College. Marcham Park near
Abingdon, a late Georgian house set in 100 acres, was snapped up for
£17,000.

Opened 2 years later, the College was furnished by the County
Federations, and quickly became the best thing that had happened to
the W.I. since its foundation.

return to their own W.l.s fired with enthusiasm to pass on all the new
things they had learnt.

The first Denman course was entitled “The Education of the
Countrywoman through the W.l.s”. Within 10 years, courses covered
such diverse subjects as Arctic Exploration, Italian At and General
Science. 20 years later, 175 courses were available, from Cathedrals to
Car Maintenance.

The 1991-92 programme gives members the choice of over 300
courses including Welsh, Counselling Skills, Starting a Business and the
Folklore of Love and Marriage! Many of these courses lead to nationally
recognised qualifications, including RSA and BTEC.

This year the Northants Federation will be enjoying an educational
break at Denman during June. A draw was held for one member from
the County to enjoy a course at no charge, and the Branch name drawn
out of the hat was Bugbrooke! Our lucky member is Dorothy Cobb who
will be studying “Georgian England” in the beautiful surroundings of
Denman — enjoy it, Dorothy!
