Health Matters

Reports and information reaching LINK indicate that a large number of
Bugbrooke residents are very concerned at the proposal to open a
pharmacy in the village.

At a time when the National Health Service in the country as a whole
is under constant criticism, this village has indeed been fortunate in the
services provided on the one hand by Dr Paine and on the other hand
by Dr Dutta and his partners and their staff, in two efficient surgeries,
coupled with cdose liaison between the two practices. Particularly
important to most residents appears to be the instant availability of
drugs and medicines. Peace of mind — particularly for the elderly —is a
matter of extreme importance in health matters.

A survey indicates that a big majority of LINK readers believe that
the medical teams in Bugbrooke provide a unique service, which they
would not wish to be impaired. If, as the Doctors contend, the very
viability of their surgeries may be at stake, the proposal which appears
to the layman to be “change for change’s sake” could prove a retrograde
and costly experience for patients.

It is to be hoped that whatever each individual reader’s view might
be on this important subject that the interests and well-being of patients
are paramount in any decisions made by the authorities.

Nature Notes by Bill Lantsbery

I am starting to write these notes on Friday 9th July and a most
wonderful thing is happening outside. It is absolutely teeming with rain
and has been for several hours. I am sure people going out for the day
will not agree but that rain is going to do so much good in the gardens.

Talking of going out for the day, I went with the Mothers Union
ladies from the village to Uppingham yesterday and we saw something
rather interesting. There were many beautiful hanging baskets about
and some of them were dripping water and it was quite a warm day.
When I went closer I saw that they were linked up with a little pipe and
were being watered automatically. I am sure it would cost a few pounds
to set up but what an easy way to have lovely baskets.

I went to a meeting last Wednesday and I was a bit annoyed when I
got back because the wife said I had missed a lovely nature programme.
It was about bluetits and sparrow hawks. I never realised that baby .
bluetits, when leaving the nest, are taken by hawks to feed their own
young. That is a nasty side of nature and bluetits do no end of good
when they are feeding their young on greenfly etc.

Carol Quinn from West End rang me one day to say that as she
looked out of her bedroom window early one morning, she saw a
sparrow hawk eating a bird on her lawn.

We are so pleased that the spotted flycatcher has built a nest in the
pyracantha on the front of the house. Mum is now sitting on four eggs
and it is wonderful to see Dad take her the odd fly! We have never had
so many goldfinches in the garden and of course they have a nest in the
acer tree in the middle of the lawn. What a beautiful bird. You can quite
understand why people years and years ago kept them as cage birds.

Mrs Pam Jones in Ace Lane says she has a nest in her garden. We
have had quite a lot of chaffinches in the garden too and one male sat
and sang all day long. I think some species are more numerous and
some are really scarce. For instance, have we as many swallows and
housemartins as we used to have? What about the cuckoo? Years ago
they could be seen quite often, now they are hardly heard. I have not
heard of a kingfisher sighting lately. I do hope it will reappear.

Kamikaze Drivers

When things got desperate for the Japanese towards the end of the Second
World War, they loaded their aeroplanes with explosives and the aircrew
were instructed to crash into or onto Allied ships. They chose to call these
suicide flights “Divine wind” which, in the vernacular, is kamikaze.

As one drives around the countryside, it seems that there is a breed
of kamikaze drivers in our midst. I am sure that I am not alone in this
belief and that others must have witnessed this phenomenon.

These suicide drivers are those who drive with their vehicle's offside
wheels either on or over the roadway centre white line. It seems that it
is beyond their ability to imagine what will happen should they meet
another driver of the same ilk coming in the opposite direction.

Then there are those who are incapable of adjusting their speed to the
road conditions. Thus they enter a sharp bend at too high a speed and
have to cut the corner to be able to negotiate it, rather than using their
brakes to reduce speed. In cutting the comer, they find themselves face
to face with a vehicle coming from the opposite direction. They then
have to take violent evasive action to prevent a collision at the same time
as they force the other driver to mount the roadside to avoid a collision.
There are the times when their evasive action is not effective and we
then read of a road accident in which a number of people were killed.

The Highway Code advises that where there is an obstruction on
your side of the road, you should give way to oncoming vehicles.
Sometimes, though, you are already committed to overtaking a line of
parked cars with no opportunity to pull in when faced with an
approaching vehidle. It would be sensible for the other driver to slow
and if necessary stop to allow you through. This is too much to expect
of the kamikaze driver who will force his/her way through at all costs
even if it results in his/her having to mount the pavement.

The reverse is also true where you are already driving opposite a line
of parked cars. The kamikaze driver ignores the guidance of the Highway
Code (or is it just pure ignorance?) and chooses to start overtaking these
cars on his side of the road despite your approach. Have you ever had
your wing mirror smashed by one of these weird creatures?

Oh that we had our local bobby to deal with these lemming-like
creatures. It would not take him long to get to know them and take the
necessary action. A charge of driving without reasonable consideration
for other road users would do for a start. If that didn't do the trick,
perhaps a charge for reckless driving might.

Norfolk Treacle Tart
Shortcrust pastry made with:-
60z Self-raising flour 3 heaped tbsp. Golden Syrup
1V20z Margarine 3 heaped tbsp. Muesli
1%20z Lard Extra dried fruit if desired

Line 7-inch flan dish with the pastry. Keep in fridge until required.

Mix golden syrup and muesli and put in a warm place for ¥2 hour. Mix
again, adding extra dried fruit if desired, pour into pastry case.

Bake at 400°F, 200°C, Gas mark 6, for 25 minutes. Leave to cool and set.
Serve with thick whipped cream if desired.

PASTA SALAD
8oz Mixed pasta shapes 4oz Mushrooms -~ sliced
4 Spring onions - finely chopped 1 tbsp. Tomato Puree
1 Each red and green pepper - de-seeded and cut into strips
V4 Pint salad or olive oil 3 tbsp. Vinegar
2 tsp. Herbes de Provence 2 tsp. Celery seasoning salt

Cook the pasta shapes in boiling salted water for about 10 minutes.
Drain and allow to cool completely. When cold, stir in the prepared
vegetables. Place oil, vinegar, tomato puree, Herbes de Provence and
celery seasoning salt in a screw topped jar and shake vigorously until
thoroughly combined. Pour over the pasta mixture and stir well until all
the ingredients are coated with the dressing. Chill before serving.
