An Interview with
Agnes Collett

Mrs Collett came to the

Bugbrooke practice as

“the doctor’'s wife” in

1947. She was admirably

trained for such a job

having completed six

years  sick  children’s «
nursing in Hull and then

continuing with general

nursing and midwifery in —

the East End of London. —_
During her time at Queen ]
Mary’s Hospital, Stratford
she met and courted one
of the “midder boys” Agnes Collett in 1940

(midwifery housemen), St. John Wallace-Collett. Their courtship had to
be in secret as those were the days when Matron would forbid any
socialising between her nurses and the young doctors. They were
married during the war and then Dr Collett was sent on a course in
tropical medicine and posted to India with the troops.

After the war Dr Collett came to Bugbrooke to become a partner with
Dr White in the small surgery at the Dower House. Dr White had
practiced single-handed as had his father before him. Some villagers
may still have memories of Dr White’s father doing his rounds in a
pony and trap. Observant patients will have seen the framed
photographs of all three doctors in the present surgery in Levitts Rd.

The Colletts lived in Kislingbury for the first nine years and Mrs
Collett would cycle daily to the surgery in the Dower House where she
was receptionist, secretary, nurse, dispenser of medicines and cleaner.
The waiting-room was a mere cubby hole with a wooden bench on each
side seating 4 to 5 people. The consulting room was no bigger and the
adjoining kitchen had a sink and it was here that the medicines were
made up and the empty bottles washed and recycled. There were few
packet medicines in those days and basically three stock medicines,
“one for cough, one for constipation and one for diarrhoea”. The
medicine bottles were stored in the cellar which periodically flooded. At

something more physically active. She decided to work with young
children. Nothing unusual in their choices, but what happened to these
two people later on?

After working for a few years in a Building Society, Jane married and
eventually had two children. When the children reached school age, she
considered trying to return to her former occupation, but realised that
her interests and needs had changed. Now she wanted to do something
which gave her a personal, caring involvement with people. Yet she
knew that she dealt best with people on a one-to-one basis in situations
where there was not too much pressure. It was partly because she was
aware of the stress levels involved in nursing that she had turned down
the idea when she was younger. Now she realised that there were other
alternatives in the medical field which might suit her better - eg.
radiography or chiropody.

Fortunately Northampton has a School of Chiropody (Podiatry), and
with two science ‘A’ levels, she realised she might get accepted as a
mature student for the three year training. Then she would be able to
work full-time or part-time for the NHS or privately in her own time.
Her first problem was to get another ‘A’ level (she only had one). She
could either study on an Access Course during the day or an evening
‘A’ level course at Northampton College which welcomes mature
students returning to study. Although this would take some time, at
least it gave her something to aim at and a different kind of future to
look forward to. It took a little time for her husband and family to
adjust to the idea of her being a student as well as a mum, but as they
got used to it Jane seemed to gain a new lease of life and everyone
benefited from her increased sense of purpose and optimism.

Kate's life turned out rather differently than Jane’s. She married quite
soon after leaving school but unfortunately the marriage did not last. As
a single parent with two lively youngsters, she eventually took a job as a
Care Assistant in an Old People’s Home. Fortunately her employer
allowed her to work hours which fitted in with her family
responsibilities. However as time went on Kate realised that unless she
was willing to study for some kind of social work qualifications, when
the children were grown up, she would not be able to gain a more
responsible job in this sort of caring work. She was a practical,
down-to-earth, easy-going person who had never taken her school work
very seriously, and she did not like the idea of becoming a student.
However, as a single parent she had learnt how to manage her own
resources, and discovered that she had a flair for organisation, and also
a knack of relating to people and making them feel at ease. So she

decided to make plans for a complete change of direction and do
something which did not require any GCSEs. She would become a
Driving Instructor.

She made enquiries and discovered that in order to be an Approved
Driving Instructor she would need to pass the Department of Trade’s
written and practical examinations. To do this she could either take
professional training or obtain a trainee licence and learn on-the-job
with an established driving school.

Fortunately her work with the elderly had helped her to develop a lot
of patience which she would be able to put to good use with nervous
learner drivers. But one snag she had not thought of was that many
people want driving lessons in the evenings and at weekends and this
might interfere with family life unless she organised her time very
carefully. However she decided to give it a try and if she was successful
perhaps one day she might be able to become self-employed and even
set up her own driving school. A friend told her that she might need to
take a short part-time course on business skills for the self-employed if
she got that far. At first, however she thought she should try to
negotiate different flexi-hours with her present employer so that she
could fit in some experience as a trainee driving instructor to see how
she got on. This was the difficult part, and she realised that even before
she did this she might have to practise on her friends to test out her
teaching skills. Nevertheless, making plans for a possible different
future lifted her spirits and she began to look ahead with more
confidence.

There are many other stories of women like these who have
discovered that they can have a new sense of direction and purpose
once they have decided what they really want to do. If the idea appeals
to you, you could be one of them, so start making plans now and make
1993 your year of decision. AA.

From the
beginning she took to it, loving the fact that she could make things so
quickly. Soon friends were asking her to knit them garments and were
prepared to pay her for doing so. A business was born!

Before she and her husband John moved to Bugbrooke eighteen years
ago, Jenny was a legal secretary working for a firm of solicitors in

Enfield, which she enjoyed very much. After the move she got a similar
job with a Northampton company but found that she was not expected
to have as much responsibility as she was used to. Frustrated with this
she worked for an agency as a ‘temp’, which offered her more variety
until shortly before her first child, Kate, was born when she happily
gave up work to look after her family and home.

Jenny has always been interested in crafts such as patchwork, sewing
and hand knitting, but when she got her knitting machine it opened up
new possibilities for her. As she never uses a pattern she was able to
experiment with new designs and see the results quickly.

Her first customers were her friends, but to her surprise she found
that there was also quite a market for school uniform jumpers for the
Primary School. A dress hire agency in Northampton sold some of her
more exotic mohair evening jumpers and the Dairy Farm Craft Centre at
Stowe have also sold a more general selection. The most successful
method of selling her work, however, has been by having an “Open
House” twice a year to which past and present customers are invited. In
fact, Jenny is always happy for people to call at her home, 21 High
Street, to look at what is currently available and has a permanent
display there, but twice a year she collaborates with a friend and fellow
knitter, Pat Dove, to put together a special collection of casual and
formal knitwear. Both of them paint as well and make some lovely hand
painted silk earrings and greetings cards which are also on sale.

Three years ago the BBC1 Clothes Show opened their annual knitting
competition to machine knitters. Jenny sent in a sample of her work, a
cotton jumper in shades of pale green and peach and was thrilled to
find she was one of the twelve finalists. Although she didn’t win first
prize she did have the excitement of seeing her work on national
television and of having it judged by Kaffe Fassett (the man who turned
knitting into an art form), Christina Dodwell and of course, Jeff Banks.

What next? Her family is still her priority which is why she likes to
work from home, but she is not content to sit back on her laurels. Last
September Jenny embarked upon a part-time City and Guilds Machine
Knitting course at Moulton College and is loving every minute of it. It is
giving her lots of new ideas and she is learning how to get the
maximum out of her machine. She likes the idea of her garments being
entirely her own creation from the initial design in her head down to the
labels and packaging, and the Art and Design element in the course is
helping her to bring these ideas together and extend her creativity.

So, I think we can look forward to some exciting new designs from
Jenny Lynn quite soon. : Linda Gould

Parish Council Meeting

November 1992 to January 1993

In considering next year’s budget the Parish Council were on the horns
of the usual public service dilemma; balancing services provided against
a reasonable charge to what always used to be ratepayers, briefly
became Community Chargepayers and from April 1993, will become
Council Taxpayers. Bugbrooke has a history of very low charges to its
parishioners. For 1992/93 the parish community charge in Bugbrooke
was £7.04 per adult compared with Harpole’s £11.67 and Nether
Heyford’s £11.25. Depending on your viewpoint this is either good
housekeeping or a failure to provide anything but the basic services.
Members were particularly concerned over a list of street light columns
which the Electricity Board considered should be replaced as this would
involve significant additional expenditure. It was probably this that
influenced the majority of members to support a small increase in the
precept to be requested from South Northamptonshire Council of £1000,
from £13000 in 1992/93 to £14000 in 1993/94. Together with existing
balances it is hoped that this will enable much of the work required by
the Electricity Board to be carried out next year. It may, however, limit
any other improvements in street lighting for the time being.

Money and how to spend (or save) it wisely is also at the heart of a
problem concerning the future of the Village Hall. The Village Hall
Committee have been given a list of work required by the
Environmental Health Officer of South Northamptonshire Council and
have asked the Parish Council to help meet the cost. Whilst sympathetic
to this request the Parish Council are concerned that the letter from
South Northamptonshire Council considers the Village Hall as
“primitive” and warned that necessary work in such an old building
would be “extensive and expensive”. Further consideration of this
request will be given at the next meeting when it is hoped that
additional information will be available.

Northamptonshire County Council have agreed to provide a
“Children” sign at the junction of Pilgrims Lane and Meadway; whether
this will slow traffic at this point remains to be seen. Another step
forward concerns the provision of a hard paved area at the Wharf Turn
bus stop. All we need now is a proper path leading to it.

Christingle Service

This was a great occasion, with over 200 people in church, as we did our
Christingle Communion. The Brownies, Guides and Rainbows were
there, together with the Sunday School, and at least 100 Christingles
were given out to the youngsters in the congregation, then they were lit
so that the Church was filled with candles speaking of Jesus as the light
of the world. This was one of our regular parade services when the
Guides, Brownies and Rainbows come and take part in our service.

Nature Notes by Bill Lantsbery =0

I have just read the account of the tanker smashing into the Shetland
Islands and pouring its cargo into the sea. The reporter talks about the
Braer being an ageing tanker. Can it really be possible that an old ship
was hired to carry 21 million gallons of oil right across the Atlantic,
quite close to these wonderful Scottish Islands, at a time when severe
storms might occur? Words fail me. The wild life now is in dreadful
danger and otters, seals, fish, whales and birds will die. Not only oil but
big business stinks doesn’t it?

[ must get away from this dreadful story and write about something
beautiful. On January 3rd we awoke to find the fog had gone but the
severe frost had turned everything pure white. I have never seen trees
so beautiful and they stayed like that for most of the day. I would guess
there were a few thousand photographs taken.

A very pleasant thing happened to us on that Sunday. I had bought
some nuts in town but I think they were old stock. The birds seemed to
be having difficulty in pecking them out of the holder. I decided to put a
dish of these hard nuts on top of the table. The tits liked the idea and
soon flew off with a nut or two. Then two lovely birds appeared and
came back time after time for a nut. They were nuthatches. What pretty
birds. Fred Flavell from a little bit farther along the lane tells me that he
has photographed a white thrush in his garden. I see very few thrushes
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in the garden, I wonder if they move farther south during the winter.
There are heaps of blackbirds and they have eaten thousands and
thousands of berries from the pyracantha, on the house. Karl Knott who
used to live in Waggoners Way and now keeps a shop in Daventry, rang
me up one day to say he had seen a buzzard in Nobottle wood. He also
told me how interesting it is to go round Daventry Country Park. He
said cormorants nested there last year. I am going to that Park as soon
as I can. There have been various sightings of certain birds in the
village. Someone told me they had had a lesser spotted woodpecker on
their table. We have not been so lucky. The heron has been seen fishing
in the brook. The kingfisher has been seen beside the canal. I am
surprised that with all the cold weather I have not seen or heard the
fieldfare. The other day the newspaper printed an article saying the
robin was struggling to survive. I think they could be wrong on that
one, the robins are here every day.

On December 10th I went with Jim down to Somerset. We saw the
usual killings on the road, two foxes, one hare and rabbits. One other
animal was a new kind, the small deer, the muntjac. As we drove into
Devizes a fox trotted across the road as calm as you like. There are lots
of foxes about nowadays. Philip from 8 The Paddocks tells me he has
seen one as he gets out of his car at night. Eric Roberts who writes in
the evening paper says he has heard of a fox playing with a kitten in
broad daylight, near someone’s home.

Last night I watched a wildlife programme on television. It was about
flamingoes in the Kalahari desert down the bottom part of Africa. What
wonderful photography. This is certainly television at its best.

There may be a reduction in the number of some birds but the
starling surely is increasing. It eats nearly all the food on my bird table
and the flocks going to roost in the evening are enormous.

One last pleasant thought. Two little white flowers are peeping
through near a rose bush. The snowdrop is heralding Spring.
