Welcome

LINK takes pleasure in welcoming Mrs Emma North as Clerk to the
Parish Council in succession to the late Harry Gilkes. We hope Mrs
North, who is well versed in Parish Council work and procedures, will
have many enjoyable years serving the village in her new capacity.

Closing date for the Christmas issue is Monday 8th November, 1993.
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Parish Council Meetings July and August 1993

The Family Health Services Authority (FHSA) have responded to the
objections to the application for a pharmacy in the village. (The main
objection concerned the fact that, if successful, no other pharmacy will
be allowed within a 1 mile radius — which means no medicines will be
able to be dispensed from either of the two surgeries.) The FHSA has
arranged a private meeting with selected representatives of the objectors
to explain how they are required to deal with the application, what
factors they have to take into account and the sequence of events which
is likely to follow whatever decision they make. It is not intended that
this meeting will discuss the merits of either the pharmacist’s
application or the dispensing services at present provided by the local
doctors. In view of this those parties have not been invited to the
meeting. The FHSA will formally consider the application at their
meeting on the 28th September. One of the questions I shall be asking at
the private meeting is whether the meeting on the 28th September is
open to the public ~ and if not why not! There is a view that there are
already too many decisions taken by unelected quasi-governmental
bodies behind closed doors, particularly in the Health Service.

An unsolicited letter has been received from Michael Morris MP
reassuring the Parish Council that there are no Government plans to
close village post offices (I find irresistible the analogy of the football
manager who receives a vote of confidence from the Board shortly
before he is dismissed).

The Parish Council have objected to a planning application for a
single storey dwelling on land adjacent to the cricket field at Great Lane.
They are concerned that any development could put the use of the
cricket pitch in jeopardy. The observations of Lord Denning in a 1977
Court Report reflects the views of the Parish Council but in his own
distinct quaint yet concise language:- “The young men of the village will
turn to other things. The whole village will be much poorer, and all
because of a newcomer who has just bought a house next to the cricket
ground. I must say that the developers being allowed so close to the
cricket field is most surprising. The planning authority should not have
allowed it. The house should have been sited so as not to interfere with
the cricket ground.”

Another Parish Council objection to a planning application concerns
the proposed, presumably increased, use of Mount Farm, Watling Street
as a motorcycle scrambling track. Although it was recognised that this
facility provided a useful activity for young people there was concern
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that planning permission would lead to an unacceptable level of noise
and traffic. Consequently the following objections were agreed: Existing
motorcycle scrambling on this site already creates a certain amount of
nuisance due to noise levels. The Parish Council are concerned that any
increase in the scale and/or frequency of such use could make this
nuisance intolerable. It could also lead to a significant increase in the
volume of traffic in and around adjacent villages. The application also
made no reference to the footpath which press reports claim is to be
diverted. :

Having been advised that a copy of the 1992 summary report on
drinking water was available the Parish Council accordingly applied to
Anglian Water Services Limited to see this document. It was thought
particularly interesting as there seems to be a view that the quality of
water in this area is rather poor. In reply, the Water Authority not only
provided a copy of the report (which is full of scientific statistics) but
also made an offer for a member of their staff to attend a future parish
meeting to discuss water quality. Unfortunately, so far as I am aware,
none of us are qualified to challenge the ‘stream’ of technical detail to
which we will be subjected.

Finally, following the replacement of wooden poles in the High Street
by up-market designer lamp posts, a small but significant oversight has
been noticed. The bus stop sign by the Primary School has disappeared.
Despite repeated requests it still has not been replaced. The only
consolation is that it should at least be light enough under the new lamp
to enable bus drivers to spot passengers even if they cannot see a bus
stop sign.

Birmingham to London Canal Towpath Walk

I began this long distance walk at Gas Street Basin, Birmingham on 5th
July with the aim to walk 145 miles to Little Venice, London to raise
money for Macmillan Nurses.

My TPassport’ was stamped and signed by the Lord Mayor of
Birmingham and the walk began. The tow path wove around the city
centre and it was difficult to keep to the Grand Union as so many canals
branched off. The first impressive sight was the British Telecom
communications tower, we walked through many tunnels with the roar
of traffic overhead. After several miles we came across a boat grounded
— a lock gate had been left open further along and there was not enough
water on which to float the boat. Professional help was summoned so
on we continued until we gradually left the city centre behind and the
beauty of the wild flowers became apparent. I also saw my first
Kingfisher of the walk at this point. We finished the first days walk at
Knowle and I gained a second stamp on my Passport.

The next stage came past Stratford Junction, through Kingswood and
through Shrewley Tunnel. This was interesting as there are two tunnels
side by side, one for boats and another for horses. Soon we reached
Hatton Locks, a flight of 21 locks! We paused here for lunch and
stamped our Passports and had a chat with the lock-keeper, a gentleman
[ had previously met when he cycled from London to Birmingham for
charity earlier in the year.

Warwick came next and we passed Kate Hire Boats and a specialist
boat builders yard. Leamington Spa had some modern canalside
housing which looked very nice, we passed a mural painted on the side
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of a terraced house showing a canal scene. On again to the next
stamping point at Bascote Locks and onwards to Napton Junction and
Braunston. The tow path was in very poor condition on this stage before
another stamp was gained at ‘The Stop House’, Braunston, then on
again down Braunston flight and over the tunnel in pouring rain on a
very overgrown tow path which took us to Norton Junction and under
the A5 through the newly constructed Teople Pipe’.

This next stage was interesting as the Canal, Railway and the M1
motorway all follow the same route through the ‘Gap’. On through
Weedon and into home country for a welcome stop on ‘Lydia’ at
Bugbrooke Wharf for a cup of tea and then on past Gayton Junction, for
the Northampton Arm, reaching Blisworth in the pouring rain. We
continued on, over the tunnel, to Stoke Bruerne to meet a party walking
from London. We were greeted and made welcome by British
Waterways officialdom and congratulated on our efforts.

I now continued on my own to complete the walk from the stamping
point at Stoke Bruerne to London, passing Grafton Regis, Cosgrove,
Wolverton coach works and on to Linford Wharf where the disused
Newport Pagnell Arm used to connect. Through Milton Keynes I passed
many modern houses with private wharfs and then onto Fenny Lock, a
very picturesque village, through Talbot Lock and on to Soulbury Locks
and another stamp.

Next came Linslade, Leighton Locks and Leighton Buzzard and on past
Slapton Lock and Seabrook Locks, near Ivinghoe, and on to Marsworth
Junction, for the Aylesbury Arm and another stamping point. On past
Bulbourne Junction, for the disused Wendover Arm, and to Bulbourne
Workshops where lock gates are made. Next came Berkhampsted with an
interesting place called the Cow Roast Inn at Dodswell and a magnificent
carved totem pole at the town centre timber yard.

Bourne End came next with some very pretty canalside cottages and
on to Boxmoor where watercress is grown. On through Hemel
Hempstead and Apsley passing Nash Paper Mills then under the M25
and forwards to Abbots Langley, Watford and Batchworth for another
stamp.

Form there I walked through Uxbridge, passing the Slough Arm, and
on to West Drayton with the continual sight and sound of airliners for
Heathrow. Next was Bulls Bridge where the Brentford Arm branches off.
Following the Paddington Arm I was on my last stretch. The aquaduct
over the North Circular Road was being repaired, there posed a problem
as there was no diversion for the tow path. I continued on and
eventually arrived at Little Venice and the final stamping point.
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A holiday maker interested in what I was stamping disappeared into
his boat to return with a glass of wine, a welcome finish to the last 26
mile stretch.

During the walk I experienced urban and rural areas, but wildlife and
flowers were prolific throughout. 1 also experienced many changes of
weather, but continued regardless and enjoyed every step of the way,
and might add that I have raised £500 for the Macmillan Nurses.

Thank you to everyone who supported me with donations and lifts
and thank you to all the people who walked a stretch with me.

Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal

Remembrance Day, this year Sunday November 14th, will soon be with
us and in the two weeks prior to this date, ladies and gentlemen from
the local branches will be collecting at your doors. Last year was again a
record collection for our village. Please give generously again.

So much pleasure has been derived from the success of the British
athletes in Stuttgart earlier this year. But the euphoria surrounding the
three gold, three silver and four bronze medals ignores a major aspect of
their achievement. This is the sacrifices made by them and their families
to enable them to reach the pinnacle of their sport.

It is said that we won both the Great War and the Second World War.
Today, it seems that both Germany and Japan were the real victors when
their economic success is measured against our own. It cannot be
ignored that the Japanese success seems to have resulted from their
exploitation of the European market. How else does one explain the
success of Seiko watches, Mazda cars, Sanyo radios, etc, against
traditional British products which are no longer manufactured?

Whereas the Japanese are reluctant to acknowledge the cruelty which
their country meted out to British military and civilian prisoners-of-war
(men, women and children), the average German is ashamed of the
Nazi atrocities. And yet we are more inclined to support Japanese
industry (and thereby their economy) rather than buying British or even
German goods.

This all tends to make one cynical about the sacrifices made by our
Nation’s youth in two World Wars and in countless campaigns. In the
Second World War, we must never forget that it was not just the Armed
Forces which made the sacrifice, but also the civilian population of the
entire country. The Blifz was not confined to London. Speak to the
civilian survivors of Coventry, Liverpool, Sheffield and York (to name
but a few) and you will learn that they also suffered. They got no
medals.

We are shortly to hold our annual Remembrance Day services
throughout the land. Now held on the Sunday nearest to the eleventh
day of the eleventh month, the economic factor dictates that we no
longer stop the traffic and everything else for 2 minutes at the eleventh
hour on the actual day. Many see this event as part of a military
calendar. They are mistaken, for a close scrutiny of the London event
will show many civilians representing purely civilian organizations such
as the Women’s Voluntary Service (now WRVS), War Reserve Police, St
John’s Ambulance Brigade, Civil Nursing Reserve, Air Raid Precautions,
Auxiliary Fire Service and the Merchant Navy. We were all in it together
and what a trememdous camaraderie we had in the whole land.

But it was not without sacrifice. There are many not to be seen at any
parade because they were terribly mutilated. There are the widows

Betty’s Pantry
Lamb and Walnut Dumplings

3 level tbs plain flour

Salt and Pepper

1%4lb shoulder lamb boned, cut into pieces

3 tbs oil

1 pint stock

8-10 small whole onions

8 medium size carrots ~ quartered lengthways

150z tin tomatoes (optional) reduce amount of stock if using can of tomatoes

Dumplings

20z suet Salt and Pepper
Butter to fry Milk to mix

1%20z white breadcrumbs loz chopped walnuts
4oz self raising flour 1tbs chopped parsley

Lamb
Sift plain flour, salt and pepper. Add lamb pieces, toss and coat lightly,
shake off excess flour and reserve.

Heat oil, gently fry meat, stir in extra flour. Add stock and bring to
the boil. Add onions, carrots and tomatoes. Cover and simmer for 1
hour. Turn into ovenproof dish.

Dumplings

Fry breadcrumbs until golden, allow to cool. Mix suet and flour, stir in
walnuts, parsley, salt and pepper and bind with milk. Form into 8-10
balls and coat with cooled breadcrumbs. Add to lamb mixture and bake
in oven, gas mark 6 or 400°F for 20 minutes.

Bramble Crunch

11b blackberries 8oz digestive biscuits
1 tbs water 4oz demerara sugar
Caster sugar V4 pint whipped cream

Cook blackberries with water until soft. Sweeten to taste with caster
sugar. Crush the digestive biscuits with a rolling pin and mix with
demerara sugar.

Place alternate layers of biscuits and blackberries into individual
serving dishes. Top with whipped cream and chill.

Alternative: Use stewed apples mixed with a little ginger powder.
