The Village Development Debate

Over the past two months, a great deal of concern has been expressed
about a proposed development to the South of the village between
Camp Hill and the canal. Petitions have been raised and letters have
been written (by myself amongst many others).

A proposal on the scale envisaged would have a significant impact on
the village and LINK is keen to encourage and provide a forum for that
debate. The following sections set out the facts as they are currently
known and highlight some of the issues that might be considered when
forming a view of these proposals.

In late 1993, the District Council ‘deposited’ a draft Local Plan for
consideration. This plan proposed that Bugbrooke, along with every
other village in the District, should be redesignated to be a “Restricted
Infill Village” which would only allow for limited infill development
within the designated village boundary. This was a change from its
previous status as “Limited Development Village” which allowed for a
greater extent of new housing. The plan designated the boundaries
within which development could still take place.

SNC received many comments on this plan some of which requested
that additional land be included within the confines designated for
possible development. One of these objections was in respect of the land
between Camp Hill and the Canal. In July 1994, SNC considered these
comments and decided not to change the designated boundaries. The
objectors (Messrs Gilkes and Heygate & Sons) indicated that they
wished to pursue the matter further at a public inquiry which is not
expected to be reported on until the Spring of 1996. Final evidence and
correspondence to this inquiry had to be received by 21 July.

The outline proposal by the objectors is that the land in question
should be developed for 175 houses, a marina, country park and a new
village hall. I have no information on how these developments would
be funded or when development might actually take place.

When considering your reactions to these proposals, there are a
number of things to bear in mind. 175 houses probably represents an
increase in population of 600-700 people (about 20% of the current
population). This would have a significant impact on the village
infrastructure - roads, utilities (gas, electricity, telephones, water,
drainage and sewage), schools (could the primary school cope with the
increase?) and medical services. Who would pay for these extra
facilities? Extra people also mean more money to be spent in the village
to the potential benefit of the shops, pubs and clubs. Maybe the increase
in population would justify the return of our own policeman — or is that
just wishful thinking!

Over the last 30 years, Bugbrooke has undergone a series of major

developments; is one more really that significant? But how much
development can a village tolerate before it changes out of recognition?
It is arguable that Bugbrooke has taken more than its fair share of
development and it really is somewhere else’s turn. Given the state of
the village roads, would not such a development be better focused on a
main road artery — say Milton Malsor or Harpole (though I do not
expect them to agree with such an idea).

And let us not forget the benefits. Some people might like to have a
marina. A country park sounds very nice; the Parish Council has
discussed the idea before. I am not sure that we need a new Village Hall
given that planning permission has been granted and funding is almost
complete for a new Community Centre on the Playing Fields.

It is easy to understand that the residents of Camp Hill do not like
their view over green fields being transformed into housing. At the
same time, we must recognise that some level of development has to be
allowed. There is no right time when the village achieves a perfect state
in which it must be preserved forever. I can easily recognise land
outside the designated boundaries, but not part of the proposed
development, that might be developed in due course without major
impact on the village structure. I also recognise that others may not
agree with me. For myself, I think that SNC Restricted Infill proposal
was a good one and I do not see the need for an additional major
development in the near future. I would like to hear the views of others,
both for and against this proposal and any other plans for development
of the village. :

Nurse’s Corner

Are You Dying for a Sun Tan

In the UK about 40,000 people are diagnosed with skin cancer every
year. It is the second most common cancer in this country and, over the
past 40 years, the incidence has risen rapidly. Most skin cancers are fully
curable - less than 1 in 5 of those diagnosed with skin cancer will die
from it. There are several different types, malignant melanoma being the
least common and the most dangerous.

In 1989 there were more than 4,000 new cases of melanoma whilst in
1974 there were only 1,700. The causes are not fully understood but it is
thought to be linked to occasional exposure to short periods of intense
sunlight — such as two weeks holiday a year. It is more common
amongst indoor workers and more women are diagnosed than men,
perhaps because of the idea that a sun tan is fashionable, even attractive.
But we now know that over exposure to ultraviolet (UV) radiation can
age skin prematurely, temporarily retard the body’s immune system and
cause skin cancer.

You may have seen the Sunburn Forecast on the weather bulletins
recently. This estimates how long it will take an average white-skinned
person to start to burn when out in the midday sun. But there are
several ways to guard against sunburn, which besides being dangerous,
is also very painful:

1. Head for the shade around the middle of the day when the sun’s
rays are strongest.

2. Cover up — wear T shirts, a hat and sunglasses to protect you
from UV radiation.

3. Use a sunscreen-SPF (sun protection factor) to suit your skin type.

and remember:

a) babies under 6 months should NEVER be exposed to direct
sunlight and children under 10 are especially vulnerable — damage
done at an early age increases the risk of skin cancer in later life.

b) UV radiation increases with altitude so skiers may be unwittingly
exposed to high levels.

¢)  cloud cover does not completely eliminate radiation so it is
possible to burn on cloudy days in summer.

d) sunbeds produce a tan by emitting UVA radiation so they should
always be used with care and never by anyone under 16 or by
those who burn easily.

Successful treatment of skin cancer depends on early detection, so
examine your skin regularly and seek advice from your GP or practice
nurse. It is not unusual to have some moles or freckles but watch out for
any that change shape or colour, become bigger, itchy or inflamed, or
weep or bleed. These may be symptoms of melanoma and should be
checked. Treatment is by local excision with regular follow-up checks to
detect any spread. There are other forms of skin cancer which rarely
spread but can be disfiguring so early recognition is equally important.
Basal cell carcinoma (BCC) occurs frequently on sun exposed skin in the
over 50’s. Treatment can be by excision, radiotherapy and laser surgery.

If T go
out to do anything in the garden, the very next moment a red breast is
no more than an arm’s length away, picking up the worms. It's great
Company.
