“We've had a letter from Guy Viollet, Secretary of Iteuil Twinning
Association asking if we can attend the tenth twinning anniversary in
Vivonne” said Tim Partridge at the Twinning Committee meeting on 28
March. “It’s rather late in the day and 1 May isn’t a holiday here, but
I think someone ought to go if they can”, he said looking around the
table. We all avoided his gaze, looking at our diaries to see what we
were already committed to from 28th April to 1st May. An 1100 mile
round trip to Poitiers seemed a long way for a weekend. On the other
hand, memories of the warm welcome, the good food and the
friendship of the last visit to Iteuil made the prospect of another visit
almost irresistible. It was finally agreed that I would go.

We set out from Bugbrooke at 7.15 am on the Friday and with
favourable traffic conditions on the M25 we were in Dover and caught
the 10.15 ferry for Calais. Once in France we continued to make good
time on the next leg of our trip towards Paris. The problems started
when we got to the outskirts of Paris. It may not have been a holiday
weekend in Britain this year, but it was in France. Everyone in Paris
seemed to have finished work at midday and to be heading out of the
city. We sat for what seemed like an eternity in stop-start traffic on the
Peripherique and then out onto the A10 heading south. Finally, at about
7.00 pm, we arrived in Avaray for our overnight stay.

The following morning we completed our journey to Iteuil arriving in
pouring rain. The warmth of the welcome more than made up for the
weather. Guy Viollet, with whom we were staying, had mustered a
welcoming party, which included the Mayor of Iteuil, and about fifteen
others, including members of the Spanish party who had come for the
twinning anniversary. The ‘pineau’ (a local speciality made from cognac
and grape juice) flowed freely and amid the animated and cosmopolitan
chatter of the party the weather improved and the sun came out.

Saturday evening started with an outdoor reception at a small village
called Chateau Larcher at 6.00 pm. From there we drove a few
kilometres to Marcay where we were entertained in style in the local
community hall. The young people of Vivonne and surrounding villages
had organised an excellent meal, complete with jazz band to entertain
us. Eating is a fairly leisurely affair in France so it was about 10.00 pm
before the real entertainment started. The Spanish party had brought a
folk dancing group with them who donned traditional costume, got out
their guitars, mandolins and castanets and proceeded to give a dazzling
display of traditional dancing and singing. The French, not to be
outdone, had recruited some local folk dancers similar to Morris dancers
in Britain. The men put on a polished performance of being ‘well oiled’
yokels and kept everyone entertained with their antics. At the end, the
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French Morris dancers led the Spanish dancers onto the floor and they
danced together. All went well until the French put on an act of arguing
over who should dance with the Spanish prima donna. The main
contender was picked up and carried off by his “jealous” compatriots
leaving the Spanish leading-lady by herself wondering what to do next.
Since she was clearly used to being in control, the practical joke could
not have been aimed at a better person.

After our late night on Saturday, we were glad of a lie-in on Sunday.
The highlight of the afternoon was the formal twinning ceremony which
was held in the fire station at Vivonne. The firemen had moved their fire
engines out into the yard and the station itsel{, with the firemen
standing at the back in full uniform, made an excellent setting.

There followed a series of speeches by the President of the Vivonne
Twinning Association, the Mayor of Vivonne, the Mayor of Maella
(Vivonne’s twin town in Spain), the leader of the German delegation,
the Conseiller Général and yours truly. Every speech had to be
translated but the German translation of the Spanish speech was lost in
a blaze of sound as the firemen were ’‘scrambled’ to attend an
emergency, driving out of the yard with their sirens going.

Gifts were exchanged on all sides. The presentation packs of mature
cheddar cheese which we had taken started to melt in the heat. A group
of school children played the national anthem of France, Britain,
Germany and Spain as well as the European anthem. Finally, it all came
to an end and there was a disorderly scramble for the wine and cakes. A
succession of people came up to us, all wishing to be remembered to
those they had stayed with when they visited Bugbrooke.

Guy Viollet reminded us that we had to be at Michel and Danielle’s
house for a meal at 7.30 pm and that we would be late if we stayed
much longer. The meal was truly memorable. Michel and Danielle had
Joachim and his wife (from Spain) staying with them and an evening of
excellent food and fine wines, rounded off with home made raspberry
liqueur and home-distilled ‘eau de vie’, finished with Joachim playing
the harmonica for us.

Somehow we managed to be out of bed by 7.00 am on Monday ready
to start our drive back to Calais. The traffic around Paris on the return
journey was flowing freely and we even had time to stop outside Paris
for a leisurely lunch.

We finally arrived home on Monday evening, rather tired, somewhat
punch-drunk from all the driving but fully in agreement that we would
not have missed it for anything.

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I think the number of birds in the garden has increased enormously.
Blackbirds are everywhere and they never stop singing. The
greenfinches and chaffinches have never come to the bird table as they
have done this year. The mistle thrush that sits in the oak tree at the
entrance to the church car park has not stopped singing for days and
days. Linda Scott tells me she has seen a Common Sandpiper along the
canal. That’s a new one.

I wake rather early some mornings but that blackbird singing its
dawn chorus is wonderful. When it gets light it goes down to find its
breakfast. There are not many cars going by at four o’clock so the
blackbird reigns supreme.

I saw a bluetit taking a small green caterpillar into the nest box where
his wife is sitting on eggs. I hope he will feed her well while she is
doing that fourteen day stint!

Examining Your Tackle

It must be true that “Prevention is better than cure” but for effective
treatment of cancer, early detection is very important.

The National Breast Screening Programme (every 2 years) for women
between the ages of 50 and 65 has received much publicity and a good
response. What about women under 50, especially those with a family
history of breast cancer, and those worried about breast changes?
Monthly self-examination (after a period is the best time) will enable
you to note any obvious changes. If you are anxious about anything,
like a lump or discharge from a nipple, report it immediately to your
G.P. You will not be wasting the doctor’s time! More than 9 times out of
10, breast problems are NOT caused by cancer, so you will have your
mind put at rest quickly. Women with a family history of breast cancer
may be able to have a mammogram under 50. The reason they are not
done routinely is that pre-menopausal breasts are too dense to give a
good picture.

For men, testicular self-examination has not had so much publicity,
but is just as important. TSE is a technique for detecting changes in the
feel and appearance of a testicle which can occur in males of all ages,
but most often between the ages of 15 and 40. Treatment is most
effective when detected early, so monthly examination is advisable for
men too! Ask for a leaflet at the surgery.

Finally, ladies, do make sure you have three yearly cervical smears, as
again early detection gives greater success in treatment. Many smear
results are coming back as “unsatisfactory”. This is nothing to worry
about, it simply means the technicians have been unable to see enough
cervical cells under the microscope to give an accurate report. This may
be due to an infection (which will be treated before you have a repeat
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smear) or simply not successfully getting cervical cells on the slide. You
do not need to have smears over 65 (provided you've always had
normal smears) but may request them if you wish. Women who have
never been sexually active do not have to have smears either.

Parish Council meetings — March and April 1995

Parish Council Elections were not necessary as only 14 candidates were
prepared to submit themselves to the democratic process. The
magnificent 7 x 2 are:- Philip Bignell, Debbie Blair, John Curtis, Dr
Dipak Dutta, Ken Gardner, David Harries, Jack Holt, Aubrey Howard,
Alf Oliver, Sue Pace, Canon Tim Partridge, Kathleen Riggall, Roy Smith
and Simon Villette. The ‘new boy’ is Roy Smith who, as a regular
attender of meetings over the past few years, is already aware of what
he has let himself in for. John Sexton and Dr David Paine decided not to
stand again and thanks were recorded for their work over the past few years.

In order to increase awareness of all aspects of drugs, the Parish
Council has organised a meeting which is open to all members of the
community, not simply parents, on Wednesday the 7th June at 7.30 pm
in the Sunday School rooms. Experienced speakers from the Council on
Addiction and from the Drugs Squad Section of Northamptonshire
Police will be available to give practical advice and answer any
questions you may have. Representatives from the Community Health
Council will also be present. The evening is not meant to be a heavy
lecture but an opportunity to ask questions. Whilst drug taking is not a
more serious problem in Bugbrooke than anywhere else, the higher the
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level of awareness the easier it is to combat.

Details of the proposed drugs education information evening,
together with one or two other significant issues, were included on an
information sheet which was sent to all village organisations. This seems
to be a particularly effective way of keeping parishioners aware of major
issues and events. Such an information sheet will continue to be used. If
anyone representing any organisation in the village did not receive an
information sheet please let me know or tell the Parish Clerk, Mrs
Emma North, so that our list of contacts can be updated.

South Northamptonshire Council has produced a leaflet entitled
‘Bubgbrooke Conservation Area’ which, unsurprisingly, is about the
conservation area in the village. The leaflet contains some interesting
information about the history and development of the village. It pulls
no punches, stating “... there has been further substantial development
in Bugbrooke and this has done much to change the character of the
village. Unfortunately little of this has been of any great architectural
merit.” The leaflet concludes that there are few urgent environmental
problems in Bugbrooke and suggests some enhancements which would
benefit the character and appearance of the area. These include taking
opportunities to underground overhead wires wherever possible.

From the 1st April Bugbrooke fell under a new Police area although
still retaining the services of Police Constables Wallace and Wilmore,
these officers are now based at Towcester and can be contacted via
Daventry Police Station (01327 - 300 300).

Operation Springclean, the annual event initiated by the County
Council, took place on Saturday 8th April. Thanks again to Sue Pace for
organising, coordinating and litter picking.

The Parish Council were surprised and disappointed to receive a
letter from East Midlands Electricity (EME) saying that they were
minded to impose charges for quotations for certain maintenance work.
The reference to customers’ reasonable expectations for quotations
before approving work as “a restriction imposed by yourselves” was
considered particularly offensive. A suitable letter of outrage was
promptly despatched about this high handed approach from what is
now a private monopoly.

Royal British Legion

The son of a respected war correspondent recently spoke of our elected
representatives having been appointed for just that purpose and not to
lord it over us. It is therefore most pleasing to find that the efforts of the
Legion have been supported by the House of Lords in compelling the
government to agree a long overdue amendment to the War Pensions
for widows. It has taken a long time, but War Pensions widows who
have been deprived of their pension on re-marrying will now have that
pension restored on the death of their second husband.

Some members of our community have revealed where and how they
spent the day all those years ago. I had no such luck as to find myself in
such exotic locations which are now a tourist’s mecca. My day, as much
as I can recall, was spent in a corner of Green Park being tutored by our
Colonial cousins in the rudiments of baseball, having dined in the
now-defunct Trocadero restaurant which was a haven for the SOE
agents on their return from wartime occupied France.

We all hope that the VE Day celebrations were an enjoyable success.
We must, nevertheless, never think that that is the end of it. The
suffering will still continue for many until their last day. Some are only
now realising what their wounds did to them. Such as the chap who got
a piece of cannon shrapnel in his hip from a Junkers Ju.88, one Sunday
morning in 1941, at the 10th Infantry Training Centre at Magdalene
Fields, Berwick-upon-Tweed. The local cottage hospital didn’t have the
ability to remove it. Only now is he really suffering from this injury. So
please remember the many similar and more serious cases on the Poppy
Days to follow.
