about the driest but I think we have had the hottest for many a year.
Some days you just had to get in the shade. I am writing these notes on
Thursday 7th September and a strange liquid is falling out of the sky, I
believe it is called rain. My word hasn’t the ground dried over the last
two months. Cracks have appeared in the ground, the fields have all
turned brown and many shrubs and trees in the garden are looking
really poorly. Even the asphalt paths have cracked. The Fire Service has
been stretched to breaking point.

A Great Tit has
come to the bird table, hung upside down and looked for something. I
have taken the nut containers inside. Just one minute ago I went out in
the rain and put the nuts out again. I wonder what will happen?

I thought the letter from Eric Roberts in the Chronicle was interesting.
He wrote that the Robin disappears about August time and goes off to
moult. I remember writing that the Robin was always near when you
were digging the garden. Well lately I have not seen a sign of one until
yesterday when a very smart chap came back to the table for a bath!

I am told a Buzzard has been seen near the village. That's a new one.

In this garden the most common bird, during the dry spell has been
the Goldfinch. It has been to the table many, many times for a drink.
What a pretty bird it is.

I think there have been some wonderful nature programmes on the
television lately. Rolf Harris even got on to “This is your life”!

Esther told me that she had seen the Kingfisher several times and
when I was feeding the poultry one day I saw it too. It was sitting on a
post across the brook opposite the bottom house in the Paddocks. I
watched for ages and then it dived into the brook. I was too far away to
see what it caught. It came back onto the post but it did not dive again.
What a beautiful bird it is. To conclude I would like to say how quiet
the garden has been all through the drought. Not a bird singing. The
only sound was the mournful cooing of the Collared Dove; that went on
from dawn to dusk.

in the village in order to establish a need for low cost housing.
Following a recent Housing Needs Survey performed by South
Northamptonshire Council, it has been established that Bugbrooke is the
fourth priority for such housing in the District. The first two are the
towns of Towcester and Brackley and the third, only narrowly ahead, is
Deanshanger. This seems to demonstrate a clear need in Bugbrooke. The
Parish Council has accordingly welcomed the result of the Survey and
asked with which Housing Association the District Council prefer to
work. When this information is available (and if the District Council
support our initiative) appropriate land will need to be identified.

The Parish Council has submitted two resolutions to the Annual
General Meeting of the Northamptonshire Association of Local
Councils, with a view to them being pursued at a national level: the first
concerns the need for Water Authorities to upgrade and adopt those
foul water sewers serving private houses which were not adopted at the
time of construction and to ensure that all future developments include
sewers of a standard which will be adopted; the second urges British
Telecommunications (BT} to divert part of their massive profit to a
programme of replacing all existing poles with underground cables,
with the programme beginning in existing Conservation Areas, and for
all future services in rural areas to be provided by underground cables.
These are both issues which the Parish Council has struggled with for
some time which can only be fully resolved at a national level.
(Nonetheless, requests and reminders will continue to be sent direci to the
Water Authority and to BT. At present I have more hope of achieving at least
partial success with BT rather than with the Water Authority.)

Despite the recent massive exercise on the future local government
following which, in the light of overwhelming local public opinion
against any changes, the Commission recommended no change for
Northamptonshire, the Secretary of State has now set up a new
Commission to consider, amongst others, the option of Northampton
Borough Council becoming a unitary Authority. This would mean
Northampton taking over existing County Council responsibilities for
services such as Highways, Education, Social Services, Libraries etc. The
Parish Council were extremely concerned that the money being spent by
the Government in resuming the review in Northamptonshire could
have been more effectively used on improving the services, particularly .
in the light of the £40m shortfall imposed on the County over the past
two years. The Parish Council were also unanimously opposed to
Northampton becoming a unitary authority on the grounds of the
financial implications which would be to the detriment of all the other
Districts in the County, the disruption to public services, the threat of
the urbanisation of the countryside and the conflict of interests in
education. The nonsense of this whole process is highlighted by the
facts that much of the proposed new northern ring road serving

Northampton would be outside the Borough and that a new unitary
authority would control primary schools but have no 11-18 secondary
schools in the area.

The Highway Authority kindly loaned us some “Speed Boards”
urging motorists to drive more slowly. These were duly posted and I am
sure everyone noticed their magical effect on speeding drivers!? They
were subsequently passed on to Kislingbury for a similar almost futile
exercise.

The Highway Authority also came in for some criticism for the
manner in which the new path, requested by the Parish Council for
Peace Hill, was laid; leaving it far from ideal for pushchairs and
wheelchairs. Apparently it requires some rain before it beds in properly.
Unfortunately it was put down at the beginning of the long hot, dry
spell.

Finally, in his usual polite and convivial manner, Canon Tim
Partridge, when questioning the veracity of information being given to
the Parish Councdil asked if the signatory was Hans Christian Anderson.
On checking the information it did seem to be something of a fairy tale.
I'm not sure whether or not this represents a happy ending!
