HEAD TEACHER'S DIARY

We were delighted at "LINK" to receive a long interesting
letter from Primary School Head Teacher Mr. Michael
Langrish. In this he endeavors to aguaint all of us, and
parents in particular, with recent changes and current
educational problems. Regrettably lack of space has
necessitated substantial cutting but we trust the following
is a faithful precis of the carefully considered contents of
Mr Langrish's letter:-

"This new year at school will see several important changes
in the way our school is governed. A new Governing Body is
to be elected which will contain a larger representation
from the school staff and the parents than heretofor. I am
sure we will work well together and no matter who is elected
from the splendid count of 14 parent nominees they will act
in the best interests of our school.

The start to the term also saw the A.G.M. of the School
Association and a new Committee was formed. Our thanks go to
all who helped run the Association last year and
particularly the retiring Chairman Terry Lewis.

Parents who attended the meeting not only listened to the
annual account of the Associations work but were invited to
discuss the matter which recently has so dominated education
-~ the teachers pay dispute.

I was able to give my assurance to parents that their
children were safe with us. This I would like to reiterate
through your columns and that, strikes apart, they will
still receive a full days education and as much
consideration will be given to their well being and
development as ever."

Church Registers

In common with many other churches our registers date from
the sixteenth century, beginning in 1556 and it is possible
to trace families to that date, However, in order to ensure
that such unique documents are kept in the best -conditions
possible, it is now a legal requirement that any documents
over 100 years old shall be deposited at the local Records
office unless the church concerned can provide a special
safe which costs about £800. The P.C.C. did not have the
money to buy such a safe and so relunctantly our records
will now be deposited at Delapre Abbey until such a time as
we can afford such a safe. However they will still be
available to the public at Delapre Abbey when you want to
trace your family tree.



“PARISH COUNCIL
June to September 1985
David Harries reports

Footpaths again caused much discussion and argument amongst
Parish Councillors.

Plans to provide a temporary footpath from Beech Close to
the Primary School across the land adjacent to the new
surgery have foundered. The Education Authority are to be
reminded of the urgent need to provide such a path before
the area turns into a quagmire again, This has assumed an
even greater importance now that there is a pupil whose legs
will be in plaster for up to 2 years. The possibilty of some
form of accommodation for the elderly on this site is also
to be pursued.

The footpath from Ash Grove to the High Street remains
unfinished despite assurances by the County Council that
they would take the matter over from the builders and
expedite the necessary work. They are to be reminded
{again!) of this undertaking.

Councillor Jack Holt, that veteran and valiant defender of
all footpaths, referred once again to the poor state of the
Trent Valley footpath caused by cattle heing allowed to
trample on it. This could be prevented by fencing off the
path from the =zdjaccent field and this will again be
suggested to the owner., Cycling on footpaths has always been
a problem, particularly during holiday, and the Parish
council propose to investigate the possibility of erecting
parriers to keep out cyclists but let in prams and
pushchairs.

The other major issue under discussion was the provision of
allotment land. After approximately 2 years the quest for
suitable land is coming to a close. Negotiations with the
owners of the chosen site have so far proved unsuccessful.
As a formal request has been received irom a sufficient
number of parishioners the Parish Council are obliged to
provide suitable land for allotments. Consequently the
District Council are now instigating Compulsory Purchase
proceedings.
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The County Structure Plan inspired a disagreement amongst
Parish Councillors regarding the appropriate level of
expansion in the village. It all ended amicably, however, as
they agreed to differ, and so conflicting views have been
submitted to the County Council in response to their request
for comments. The District Council are to be asked to ensure
that the anticipated 40 lorriesta day using the proposed
gravel pit at Upper Heyford should be directed away from
Bugbrooke,

The September meeting saw recently elected Vice Chairman
Linda Pope, making her debut in the Chair in the absence of
Alf Oliver, I must record that she coped admirably although,
as only 4 other Parish Councillors were in attendance at the
start of the meeting - and they on their best behaviour -
the meeting was relatively tranquil.

The Parish Council discussed many other topics during this
period which space does not permit me to report.

AVOID THOSE LATE BITES

This time of the year is the time that we have to be
particularly careful to avoid being stung by a "Sleepy" Wasp
or Bee, which may have found their way into the house.
Recent advice received suggests that if we are troubled by
the intrusion of these latecomers we should not necessarily
go for the insect spray: it does not usually have immediate
effect and, in fact, normally infuriates the insect causing
it to be even more "mean" and dangerous.

"No" we are told, "Go for the hair spray - it stiffens their
wings and they are immobilised immediately.”

And if we are bitten by insects some suggested remedies
are: -

(1) Use a poultice of bicarbonate of soda mised with
vinegar, fresh lemon juice or witch hazel.

(2) Apply a paste made of meat tenderiser and water.

(3) Rub bites with wet bar soap to relieve itching.

If stung by a Bee either apply a poultice of bicarbonate of
soda and water or try applying a fresh cut slice of raw
onion to help draw out the poison. Hold the onion in place
with adhesive tape.
