It is with
regret we read of the closure of the Youth Club.

It was. during the year nineteen forty six, a number of young
people, invited me to sponsor their youth club in Duston.
This I accepted and found that ninety per cent had a
philosophical outlook towards life.

The remaining ten per cent seemed to have had an unhappy
background but with good guidance brought the club a fully
one hundred per cent “worth while” reputation.

To the extent they won the respect and admiration of the
elderly and middle aged people of that day, who in turn
rallied around and helped many with their career problems
etc.

In return these young people would show appreciation by
organising coach trips, to places of interest, social
evenings which the elderly and middle aged enjoyed.

The young people of today, I believe, would do the same
given the chance.

Without any interest being shown towards them they become
similar to the passengers on a ship that is adrift!! “

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COMING HOME TO ENGLAND

After five and a half years in America it was time to come
home, mainly for the sake of the children's education. We
arrived in Bugbrooke on November 28th "coldest day in
November for 7 years” I was told. We shivered and trembled.
During our time in America we became fond of bird watching
and the last nine months was spent in Miami, Florida where
we lived opposite a lovely golf course. During the summer of
last year the air filled with delightful chatter, heralding
the arrival of a flock of gregarious parakeets from the
Bahama Islands. They stayed but a few short days and then
departed for who knows where, but for a short while I
watched, enchanted by their social comings and goings in the
trees, and their glorious plumage.
When they were gone I was left to continue my daily watch of
the Great Blue Heron. Silently watching and waiting at the
lake side, he was unperturbed by the golfers or me as I got
a little closer each day. If we did get too close he raised
his elegant body, flapped his huge wings and seemingly in
slow motion, glided out of reach across the lake. How I
loved him!
In the autumn the arrival of an Osprey brought out the bird
books again. He perched high on the lopped off top of an old
pine tree, and peered down at me peering at him through my
binoculars. He knew he was unreachable and he regarded my
presence with utter contempt. As he shifted from one claw to
the other and ruffled his wings his manner seemed to say
'Hmph, you here again?'.
My favourite bird however is the noble Pelican! Not graceful
nor beautiful to look at, but endearing and lovely to me,
full of character and personality. They would bob about,
sleeping head tucked under wing on the ocean inlets waiting
for a hand-out from the fishing boats, an easy meal, or soar
overhead with that full beak holding "more than its belly
can”. Of course, the beak occasionally dropped its pickings,
so the people on the beach watched very carefully as they
flew over!
Just before Christmas I looked out of my window and on the
garden fence perched a little English Robin his feathers
fluffed up against the cold. This 1little bird delicate but
hardy, small and insignificant in the great scheme of
things. This little bird took my breath away, and he brought
tears to my eyes, and it felt good to be home.

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Parish Council Meeting — David Harries Reports
2nd and 30th December 1985

Whilst most people were preparing for and recovering from
Christmas, the Parish Council continued to sustain the
democratic process of local government. Unfortunately, the
cold weather and the attraction of other, more seasonal
pastimes restricted the attendance of interested members of
the public.

Following questions from Councillor Jack Holt it was
confirmed that if anyone in the village finds if difficult
to get their bin to the front of the house for collection
each week, they should contact South Northants District
Council at Towcester. They have a scheme where in
appropriate cases (e.g some elderly people) they will
arrange for bins to be collected from the rear of the
premises. The District Council don't seem too keen to
publicise this service - but now we all know!

Councillor Fred Curtils expressed concern about the damage to
the bus shelter on the Green opposite the Primary School,
which was under attack from the adjacent oak tree. Sadly,
this tree is growing in all directions except upwards and it
was agreed that, subject to the agreement of the W.I. who
had donated it to commemerate the Coronation, it be replaced
by a tree of a similar variety.

Parish Councillors were unhappy about trailing round the
village on cold, dark winter evenings for their annual
Cancer Research collection. This practice is now to be
reviewed and may be changed to a more favourable time of
year or possibly even discontinued.

Also under threat is the OAP's Christmas Gift Scheme. It was
again drawn to the attention of the Parish Council that the
members of the Gift Scheme Committee are now almost all
pensioners themselves. If volunteers are not found soon, the
scheme could lapse. Anyone interested should first contact
Harry Gilkes.

I am sure everyone will be pleased to know that the County
Council have promised that grit bins will be available for
use in the village -~ for the Winter of 1987. In the meantime
grit will continue to be dumped on green areas throughout
the village causing unsightly bald patches.

Footpaths were not ignored and the question of cyclists vs
pedestrians on the new path from Kislingbury was considered.

It i 1 :
s clear that the proposed dual use of this path should

not present any serious problems provided all users exercise
common sense. However, as Councillor Aubrey Howard pointed
out, common sense is not always very common.

The Parish Council also agreed to improve the street
lighting in the Chipsey Ave/School Lane area; heard concern
being expressed about the state of the new BMX track;
considered various planning applications; worried about th;
condition of the wall at West End; registered the need to
trim various trees and shrubs overhanging footpaths; and
noted the poor state of repair of the roads. ’

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KNOW YOUR VILLAGE.....No. 1.--THE CLAPPER BRIDGE.

In this, the first article in a series about our village, we
shall be looking at the 'Clapper Bridge'. Many thanks are
recorded to the many elder villagers whose knowledge and
memories have enabled the compiling of this series. The
information must not be taken as 'gospel', but should be
used as a starting point to delve more deeply into our
accepted village heritage.

The 'Clapper' or '"Packhorse' bridge crosses the Hoarstones
Brook in the fields across the Wheelpitts from West End, an
odd place to find a stone hridge you may say, so let us look
why it was so situated.

In medieval times, the whole of the area surrounding
Bugbrooke would have been dense forest. There was no canal
and no railway embankment, just trees. The clapper bridge,
so named because it had no walls to restrict the laden mule
trains bringing the wool from the Welsh and Cotswold
pastures, was built around the 16th century. But why was it
built at such an angle across the brook? Was it perhaps
replacing an earlier bridge used for moving the Roman forces
between garrisons, or perhaps counnecting two Saxon
settlements? A straight line through the bridge connects the
sites of the Hunsbury Hill and Nether Heyford smelting
furnaces. Although now in the fields, the bridge was
obviously once a well-used track connecting military or
commercial centres.

From the bridge around 1400 a mill-race was dug to the Grist
and Grindle Mill, situated near the old Cricket Pavilion,
This is possibly where the name Wheelpitts is derived from,
ie. the pit for the waterwheel. In living memory this field
was a bog with a ruined raised timber track from the clapper
bridge leading to the swing bridge at the Wharf. The whole
of this part of the village was subjected to regular
flooding and in 1970 the Water Authority widened the brook
to alleviate the problem. Unfortunately, the large slab
across the bridge was broken and replaced by timber, The
original stone is now laid in the ground on the approach to
the bridge.

licences for Riding Schools etc.

Technical Services next, which copes with Drains, Sewage,
Signs, Refuse Collection, Repalrs and Maintenance.

General Purposes, the Financial Committee, also dealing with
Sratt Appointments etc.

Finally Planning, the members of which meet every three
weeks in an endeavour to keep the numerous applications up
to date.

There are, in the year, many events at which the Chaifnan
represents the Council and the whole District; just three of
these attended by my husband and I were a superb evenings
entertainment, by kind invitation of the American Air Force,
to an Anglo—-American Christmas Dinner at R.A.F. Upper
Heyford.

Another interesting function earlier in the year at
Silverstone Circuits was "Motor 100" to mark a Century of
Car Travel, and the third was the "Sou et Lumiere” in
Towcester Church, spectacularly performed as a part of the
500th Anniversary Celebrations.

Even sooner is the Annual Meeting of District Councillers
and Representatives from the Parishes in South
Northamptonshire, at which time queries and problems may be
presented to the Committee Chairman and his Chief Officers
of each Department, hopefully these questions will be
answered to the benefit of all involved.

Several people have asked for microwave recipes so try
these:-

CELERY & POTATO SOUP - 20 mins STANDING TIME 3-4 MINS

INGREDIENTS

11b Potatoes diced 4ths Plain Flour

3 Stalks of celery sliced 1/2 Pint milk

1 Chopped onion 1/2 Pint water

6tbs Water loz Butter or margarine
1/2 Vegetable stock cube 2tbs Chopped parsley and

black pepper
(1) Put prepared vegetahles into a bowl and crumble cube
over. Cover with 1id or film and microwave at 100% (HIGH) or
10-12 mins = till vegetables are tender, stirring twice.
(2) Blend flour with little milk and pour over vegetables
with rest of milk and water. Add butter and stir until
melted, add parsley and pepper.
(3) Microwave uncovered for 10-12 mins stir several times
until soup is thick and vegetables really tender and STAND
for 3-4 minutes and serve with CRUSTY ROLLS or WHOLEMEAL
BREAD.
Serves 4~6 Portions.

My recipe for bread is:-

1-11/2 kg bag Allisons Wholemeal Flour

loz Lard, wmarg or dripping

ldsp Salt

1 Double sachet Harvest Gold Dried Yeast

Approx 1-11/4 Pints water

(1) Rub fat into flour add yeast and salt and gradually add
water to dough.

(2) Mix until a soft dough turn on to floured surface and
knead for 10 mins.

(3) This can be done in a food mixer. Cover dough with
polythene and leave to RISE this takes approx 30 mins.

(4) BEST LEFT IN WARM POSITION.

(5) Then knead again for 5 mins. Quarter dough and shape to
fit 4 x 11b loaf tins.

(6) Grease tins, put in dough and leave until dough has

Fisen well abhove tins. Bake in HOT oven 240 C; 475 F; Gas 9
for approx 30-45 minutes.
