VILLAGE CHARITIES .

In common with most other villages there are several
charities which date from the dim and distant past when
there was no system of social security. The oldest charity
is that of James Bracegirdle who, in 1633, left a rent
charge on a field in Bugbrooke of £1.20 to be distributed to
poor widows. The Whitfield Charity, with Charity meadow and
a sum of money, was set up to distribute loaves of bread to
those poor people who 'shall constantly and frequently come
to the Parish Church on Sundays and continue there during
the time of Divine Service and Sermon unless prevented by
impoterncy or illness’. The most modern charity was that of
Edward Johnson in 1840 which had two purposes, to help
widows and to put a poor boy as an apprentice; the four
widows and the apprentice were to be elected by the
householders of Bugbrooke at a specially convened Vestry
Meeting.

In 1980 these charities were combined to form two charities
with 3 wider brief: first the Bugbrooke Relief in Need
Charity, and secondly the Bugbrooke Advancement in Life
Charity — their titles explaining what their purposes were.
Their incomes are not large, the Relief in Need is about £80
plus the rent of Charity meadow which is let at the Anpual
Parish Meeting and is currently £25, and the Advancement in
Life receives about £20 per annum. The Rector is the clerk
to the Trustees, and applications for help should be made to
him.

Parish Council Meeting — David Harries Reports

27th January and 24th February 1986

Many Parish Councillors defied the cold to perform their
democratic duties, although gloves, scarves and heavy coats
were required in the less than comfortable temperatures at
the village hall.

It transpires that the tree on the Green opposite the
Primary School was not donated by the Women's Institute as
first thought. Given an opportunity to comment, however, the
ladies were against reducing the number of trees in the
village. None the less, it is clear that this poor specimen
of a tree 1s causing severed damage to the adjacent bus
shelter. Consequently it was agreed that it be removed and
replaced with a Maple tree. In the meantime the Bus Company
have been asked to consider making this a compulsory stop as
passengers waiting in the existing shelter cannot see
approaching buses or be seen by the driver. The Highway
Authority will not permit the shelter to be moved forward to
improve the line of vision.

A reply has been received from Michael Morris M.P.
concerning the problem of dogs fouling footpaths. He accepts
that this is a major problem and referred to possible
changes in the licencing system. Warning notices have been
posted around the village but as most dogs are illiterate we
rely upon the good sense and goodwill of their owners.

The exact location of the footpath running alongside the
Primary School caused lively discussion and the school
governors are seeking clarification of this from the County
Council. More positive news in this area is the quest for a
path to replace that blocked by the new surgery; the
Education Department have apparently agreed to provide a
temporary path which, with any luck, will be prepared before
the onset of wet weather. Whilst on the subject of schools
and footpaths, coples of the County Council 1leaflet
regarding the use of the dual purpose cycle and pedestrian
path to Kislingbury have been sent to both schools in the
village.

In an effort to reduce the pumber of accidents on the B4525
by the Co—op shop, the Parish Council have suggested double
yellow 1lines for this asrea, together with a waiting
restriction on the adjacent lay-by. Similar restricitons in
Johns Road seem to be deterrring most people from parking
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dangerously near this corner and the recent issue of over
twenty parking tickets should deter those foolish enough to
continue this risky practice.

Three residents from West End attended the meeting in
January and used the public question time to draw the
attention of the Parish Council to certain improvements
which could be made in that area. They were pleasantly
surprised to learn at the next meeting that action had been
taken upon their suggestions. This clearly shows the value
of bringing appropriate matters to the attention of the
Parish Council.

The Parish Council also considered a pumber of minor
planning applications; expressed concern over the spate of
accidents involving lorries at what used to be Botterills
Yard; confirmed the need for repair of certain trees; and
looked into a number of pot holes in roads!

LETTER TO AMERICA

Like many people from the village who knew Brian and Pat
Tyalor 1 look forward to the regular contribution from the
village's U.S.A. correspondent. My own interest in the
fortunes of Brianm and Pat stems from a long standing
freindship which started in 1973 when Brisn and I were Ph.D.
students at Leeds University. Our friendship continued
through working together at nearby Caswell and a keen
interest in local cricket, (despite our opposing Yorkshire
and Lancashire backgrounds). However entertaining Pat's
letters are, they can only be a one-sided communication.
With this in mind I resolved to visit the new Taylor
household at the earliest opportunity. Fortunately a
business trip to California in November last enabled us to
meet again.

Before leaving Bugbrooke I had copied Brian and Pat's new
address from the Link and during a break from work in
Monterey the Pacific Western's equivalent of directory
enquiries had given me the associated number. Imagine my
embarassment when on dialling the pumber I was answered by a
young American voice. Had Pacific Western's voice
synthesised, computerised, system given me a wrong number?
My suspicions were raised when the American shouted "Mom,
there's a2 guy on the phone wants Pa”. Embarassment turned to
relief with the recognisably soft accent of Pat on the line,
yes that American drawl belonged to onme of the twins. To cut
a long story short Brian met me at San Francisco airport on
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the following Friday evening. During the 20 minute drive to
Fremont along the freeways and over the amazing San Mateo
bridge we talked of Bugbrooke, Caswell and England beating
the Aussies.

On arrival at the Taylor residence I was in for another
surprise, the Pat I'd known in England had changed into a
sun—tanned Californian. After being given a conducted tour
round their spacious three-bedroomed bungalow, including the
highlight of the tour- s "LINK" magazine cover pasted tot he
Fridge door, the three of us talked into the early hours.
The topics of conversation ranged from the problems of
Silicon valley (Recession, closures and redundancies), over
the remarkable integration of the twins into American life,
to the trials and tribulations of settling into a new
country. It became clear that the American dresam was only
available through hard work and that they were just
beginning to enjoy the fruits of a difficult transition.
Chief amongst the plus points was San Francisco's almost
perfect climate with winter temperatures of 40+F and summer
highs in the 80s.
The next day revealed the pleasant setting of the bungalow
and the boys confirmed their enjoyment of U.S.A. by spending
breakfast telling me about the 49'ers and the Superbowl.
Later Pat and the boys went to a sponsored carwash for their
scout pack whilst Brain and I spent an enthralling day at
the Mount Lick Observatory looking at photos of Halley's
comet as seen by the 120" telescope there — a day I will
always remember. Sadly that Saturday was soon over and after
a chinese meal in a local restaurant I had to leave Brian
and Pat for an early flight and a Sunday at work. Hopefully
it will pnot be long before we meet again and as their
Christmas card suggested only two weeks later a longer
holiday with my wife would be a good idea. In the hope that
this will reach the lofty heights of Pat's Fridge door,
thank you for a memorable day 6000 miles from Bugbrooke.

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WALKING IN THE COUNTRYSIDE

BULLS. Some of you may have seen a letter in the Daily
Telegraph of the 10th February this year. This letter was
written by a3 lady in Newnham (6 miles from Bugbrooke) and
describes how she and her young family of three daughters
were chased by a bull in a field with a public footpath in
it. The new laws on bulls are somewhat complicated but some
bulls are, in fact, allowed in fields with public footpaths.
The bull has to be of a certain age and type and I sometimes
wonder whether the bull knows his rights and duties!
However, for what it is worth, my advice is to be very
careful before entering a field with a bull in it and if you
do to be ready to run, making sure that you can get out of
the field before the bull reaches you. In the Newnham
adventure mother and children got over the fence before the
bull reached them but the bull made certain that they did
not re enter the field. If you have trouble with a bull in a
field with a public footpath, please phone the nearest
police as soon as you can. I would very much like to know,
too, whether the bull, is a local one.
RUTLAND WATER. Have you ever thought of walking round, or
part round, Rutland Water. It is a very pleasant place and
only some 36 miles from here. There is a perimeter path
nearly all the way round and the distance is 15 or 20 miles
according to which way you go.
Or - what about 3 family cycle ride round Rutland Water?
There is a cycle hire firm at whitwell run by Rutland Water
Cycle Hire = telephone Empingham (078068) 705. Here you can
hire all sorts of cycles including childrens cycles and
three wheelers.
The perimeter path round the lake is nearly all open to
cycles but a short stretch on the South and West is on a
road; but you can, of course, come back on the perimeter
path without going all the way round. There are three
illustrated pamphlets, price about 15p each, on sale at the
cycle shop at Whitwell which describe day rides along quiet
lanes in the surrounding countryside and villages.
At peak times book by phone in advance.
The 1 5000 Ordnsnce Survey map is a useful addition to one's
kit - Map 141 for the Lake and South and 130 for the
Northern part.
Just take your camera, a picnic and some sunshine and = On
your bike! Lots more details from me at any time.

MARBLED RING (CHOCOLATE~ORANGE ) ;
Divide one portion of mixture into two. Stir loz melted
chocolate into one half of it and 1 tablespoon of orange
juice into the other. Grease 1 pint ring mould and put in
alternative spoonfuls of orange and chocolate. Swirl with
fork to give marbled effect and bake 375 F, 190 F, Gas 5 for
45 minutes. When cold ice with 4 tablespoons seived icing

sugar, 2 teaspoons orange juice concentrate and 1 teaspoon
water.

CREAMY LEMON SANDWICH:
Spoon 2 portions into 2/8" greased sandwich tins. Bake 375
F, 190 F, Gas 5 for 35 minutes. Sandwich cold cakes with 6
tablespoons Lemon curd, then 1/4 pint whipped double cream.
Decorate as desired.
This pound cake mixture will also make 48 small cakes which
can be decorated as desired after baking in paper cases for
25 minutes 350 F, 180 C, Gas 4. To freeze any of these
recipes cool; pack uniced cakes in polybags; seal, label and
freeze.
OPEN FREEZE iced cakes and pack into rigid containers. Use
within 3 months. To serve from freezer small cakes thaw in 1
hour large cakes 4 hours.

THE HISTORY OF SPORT IN BUGBROOKE

Senior Citizen Jack Holt - one of Bugbrooke's leading
sportsmen over many years is concerned that recollections of
the early history of sport in the village may be lost for
all time if they are not recorded. Because of failing
eyesight he is unable to write them himself but "LINK" are
pleased to serialise his memories and anecdotes as recorded
in conversation with John Curtis. As the Cricket season will
soon be upon us that sport has been chosen to start this
series.

1. CRICKET

"Bugbrooke Cricket Club was formed in the early 1920's by
Dr P.R. White the grandfather of present club President
Peter White. Dr White also had 8 hand in the early
development of football in the village and obviously felt
that his job was made easier if his patients kept fit and in
good physical and mental condition!
The early team comprised Dr White, his brother Rev. H.
White, Oliver (TANT) Brown, Percy Howard, Jack Jeffrey,
Billy Smart, Bill & Arthur Higginbottom, Todder Lovell, Len
Bannard, Chris King and Ern Gardner.
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The Rev. White was 6' 4" tall and had a fine cricket
pedigree. He had played for Oxford University and once took
all ten Surrey wickets in an innings. He moved to Bugbrooke
after the death of Rev. E. Harrison and because Mrs Harrison
continued to live in the Hall - the present rectory was
built to accommodate him. Bugbrooke obviously goes to great
lengths to attract good sportsmen!

Todder Lovell had the reputation of being the Ian Botham of
his day due to his ability to hit towering sixes. The
wicketkeeper was Billy Smart whose wife played the church
organ: they lived at Holly Bank. Billy had s stutter and if
he took a catch behind the wicket there was a long delay
awalting ap appeal as he tried to shout "How's That”? He did
usually manage to get out "S.T.A.T.” but by which time the
umpire had either put up his finger or the bowler was ready
for the next delivery!

The club played in Adams Fields, across the brook from
Campion's Spinney. This is the first field on the right as
you leave Bugbrooke by the Heyford Road. It was divided into
three fields in those days and the cricketers played on the
flat piece close to the brook. The pavilion was tucked away
in a large bend in the stream. These have disappeared since
the brook was deepened and straightened in 1972. It was a
grass pitch and, although the square was kept well cut, the
outfield was quite long, being grown as mowing grass. If the
ball was hit into the deep and the fielders could not find
it in the long grass, the batsmen used to keep on running
until it was found and returned to the wicket keeper. It is
reported that a posh town side came over one day and a
Bugbrooke batsman slogged the ball into the outfield. It
landed in a cow dab! The first fielder to the scene refused
to pick it up and by the time other fielders had arrived,
kicked it into the grass, cleaned it off and thrown it back
the batsman had run 12! It was usually agreed that this
should be the maximum advantage that ought to be taken from
a hidden ball!

They used to have fantastic teas during the interval. These
were prepared by village baker Fred Barnes and his wife. Hisg
brother — Ernie — used to help push the trolley from the
bakery opposite the School Close entrance, down to the
pitch. The players and umpires were allowed to eat as much
as they liked for nine old pence. The local kids also used
to fight for the privilege of returning the ball from the
brook after a six was hit. They could usually reckon on the
reward of a °taoner' from Dr White for its return.
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After the Second World War the club moved to Dr White's
paddock where it remains to this day. It was reformed by
five players who donated £5. each to buy kit and lay a
concrete wicket. These were Jack Heygate, Jack Holt, Sid
Robinson, Arthur Curtis, and Harold Ward, who with Jim King,
Jack Higginbottom, Dr R.P. (George) White, Don Lovell and
Bernard Gilkes formed the basis of the team which later was
joined by others including Fred Curtis, Ray Tyrell and Ken
Bulliman. They play friendly fixtures and with their
pleasant ground and clubhouse have built up a good quality
fixture list 1including games against Kettering,
Wellingborough, Rushden and the 0ld Northamptonians from the
County League. They attract good players from around the
district which combined with promising village lads creates
a strong club.
However 1in the 1970's it was felt that they were not
providing sufficient opportunities for local lads to get
a game and hence these youngsters subsequently broke away
and formed Bugbrooke St. Michaels Cricket Club in 1974. All
their matches were away fixtures until the Playing Fields
provide them with a home ground in 1978. Under the
direction of hard working secretary John Chapman they are
building a sound reputation in the Northampton Cricket
League where they play league and cup cricket.
There have been many a fine individual perfomance on the
field by Bugbrooke players over the years. Even centuries
have been scored and on two occasions double century
partnerships have been made with both batsmen getting
centuries.
No doubt many more feats will be accomplished in the future
as both clubs strive to bring better opportunities to future
generations of village cricketers.”
