Parish Council Meeting — David Harries Reports
29th Dec 1986 §_26th Jan 1987

In the absence of A1f Oliver, who was performing in 'drag'
in the pantomime, the Deputy Chairman, Linda Pope, took the
chair on 26th January.

Good news and bad news for people travelling in the village.
First the bad news. the County Council are only only able to
repair 247% of pot holes appearing in roads (in my experience
they often also only fill 247 of each hole!).

The good news, however, is that it should soon be easier to
spot these craters as the Electricity Board have informed
the Parish Council that by transferring staff from other
duties, work for the fitting of photo electric cells in all
the street lights in the village will begin shortly (regular
readers will know that this ensures that they are always on
at night and off during the day - a logical sequence but one
which has not necessarily been maintained by the existing
timing mechanisms).

One of the more interesting aspects of Parish Council
meetings is the occasional foray into the history of the
village. Jack Holt knows more than most about this and used
this knowledge to good effect by referring to the 17th
Century Ecclesiastical origins of the village charities as
well as informing members of their discussion at the first
Parish Council meeting which was held in 1779.

My suspicions regarding the County Council's position in
respect of footpath KD9 (from the High Street to Ash Grove)
were proved well-founded when their lastest missive set out
their intentions to stop-up part of this footpath (the part
inside the offending, obstructing wall). Members of the
Parish Council were understandably annoyed that the County
Council, having had an application for the stopping — up of
this section of the path rejected by the Magistrates courts,
should ignore this decision and continue to seek to retain
this obstruction through another legal process. A strong
letter will accordingly be despatched to the County Council.
Concern was expressed over the deterioration of the footpath
and road in Great Lane caused by the significant increase in
heavy traffic and exacerbated by haphazard parking. It has
been suggested, therefore, that a weight limit of 7.5 tonnes
be imposed on vehicles (except for buses) using this road.

TO BRIGHTON THE PRETTY WAY

If they didn't know of it earlier I suppose the film
"Chitty, Chitty, Bang, Bang'' acquainted every one with the
01d Crocks Run from London to Brighton which takes place
each year. From the 1930's it has developed into the biggest
social occasion for motoring enthusiasts throughout the
world.

Bearing in mind that the original Pioneer Cars were mainly
French or German - (Benz, Renault, De Dion Bouton) = quite a
proportion of entrants are from across the water and cne or
two even had their cars shipped from the States to
participate. If that sets the scene then in steps yours
truly.

Having received an invitation to join the trip 1last
November, I found things start with a major polish session
the night before...Brass lamps, brass fittings, copper
pipes, coach enamel etc....lamps filled, oil checked, tyres,
water, and cover all the brass with paper bags to avoid
tarnish.. and then the 1904 De Dion Bouton I was lucky
enough to be on, was loaded onto the trailer ready for Hyde
Park. To enter the event the car has to be pre 1905.

A five o'clock start from Northampton is required, to be in
London, unloaded, started and ready for the eight thirty
start. Thousands of people were at the start and an
estimated two million en route ...I kid you not! It's just
like the Queen driving down the Mall on a Royal Wedding day.
One does not have to be camera shy either.

It takes about three hours non-stop to cover the fifty miles
but at twenty miles an hour stops are necessary and
generally most rewarding as garages are open for free
drinks, mugs, memorabilia and hotels open up to entrants for
whatever one can eat. As mentioned it is a social occasion
in every sense of the word.

It is quite an exhilarating feeling arriving at Medeira
Drive, Brighton and driving through masses of people
applauding you to the finish. The car did not miss a beat,
hand crank started every time and it covered the journey on
a couple of gallons of petrol.

I consider myself fortunate to be involved in the 90th
anniversary run which celebrated that November day in 1896
when the first ever emancipation day was held - the man in
front with the red flag was abolished.

WALKING IN THE COUNTRYSIDE

In notes in previous issues, I have mentioned walks other
than-local walks. Let's see what Offa's Dyke offers.

Offa's Dyke is a long distance path from Prestatyn on the
North Coast of Wales to the River Severn near Chepstow. It
is some 168 miles long and covers some of the best and most
varied walking country in Wales. It has all sorts and one
can choose the stretch you want. The route is very well
signposted, has many maps and guides available and local
history abounds. Nearly all the time one is associated with
Offa, sometimes walking actually on top of his Dyke, a
boundary made between 778 and 796, on hills of heather and
gorse, or in valleys like the Wye Valley near Monmouth.

How to start? The Offa's Dyke Association provides
everything you are likely to want, route guides, maps, bus
routes, train time tables for the railway where it crosses
the path at Knighton and at Prestatyn and Chepstow. A11 at
very little cost, particularly when you become a member of
the Association. Details can be obtained from:

The Secretary, Offa's Dyke Association
Knighton, Powys LD7 1lEW

Pride of place must go to the Association's Offa's Dyke path
accommodation list which contains 150 addresses of
accommodation along the path and lots of other details.
Membership of the association costs £7 or £10 for Family
Membership with reductions for under 18.

Now aged 91, our oldest living resident, she sat talking to
me of her childhood as if it was only yesterday, a childhood
consisting of all the usual things including cherry-
knocking. She recalls the knocking of one door, the inmate
of which she and her friends called '01d Red Knob'! On this
particular day he was waiting for them with a knife, and
there are no prizes for guessing who won the mile on that
day.

Leaving school at 13, she stayed at home for 3 years and
then, as most young girls did, she went into service as a
parlourmaid, firstly at Gayton then at Brixworth. It felt
like being a 100 miles away at that time, no buses or cars
as such to bring her home on her half-day.

Her duties consisted mainly of cleaning the silver and
waiting table. This she did until her marriage at 27, to
Leonard Bannard. They rented their home in Kiln Yard for
approximately 2s 6d per week, before moving into Bates Yard
(opp the Co-op) and then to Johns Road. With only £1.15s.0d
to live on each week they brought up their three children,
Donald, Leonard and Brenda. The family always managed on
what they had, no plastic money for them, no automatic
washing machines. If you wanted to shop in Northampton or
attend the Theatre you walked.

Most of her entertainment was in Bugbrooke at dances and
village socials, one of the highlights of the year being the
Church June holiday with Sunday School prizes, sports and
dancing at night with people coming from the surrounding
villages.

One of the most remarkable things I noticed about this 91
year .old lady was her lovely skin, so smooth and hardly a
wrinkle. When I asked her how she did it she replied, '"'Soap
and water' - I have never used any makeup not even
lipstick.''

Mrs Bannard came from a large family with 5 sisters and 2
brothers; one sister Theresa still lives in Bugbrooke.

I came away from this interview with the belief that the
secret of long life is to work hard, watch what 'gunge' I
put on my face, and have a firm faith in the Lord and people
like 'Beat'. Then I might live to be 100 as I certainly hope
this wonderful lady will.
