Parish Council Meeting — David Harries Reports
23RD FEBRUARY 1987

Once again an encouragingly large number of parishoners came
along to watch the Parish Council in action. Perhaps the
warmer weather will bring out still more people interested
in hearing issues affecting the village being discussed.
Meetings are normally held at 7.30pm in the Village Hall on
the last Monday of the month.

The purchase of a small part of church land adjacent to
Pinnegar and Barnes for use as allotments 1is making steady
progress. I only hope that after all this time (more than
three years since the last allotment land was 'lost')
sufficient interest has been maintained in the village to
make full use of this hard won facility. It would be a pity
if the perseverance and tenacity of Mike Owen and Geoff
Topliss the Secretary and Chairman respectively of the
Al lotment Association, should have been in vain,
particularly as they have acted fram the most altruistic of
motives, having already found alternative vegetable plots
for themselves elsewhere.

The old question of whether the Parish Council should use
ratepayers money to support individual charities was again
raised in response to a circular letter from the Hospital
C.A.T. Scan appeal.

Col. Nuttall, the clerk of the footpaths committee,
informed the Parish Council that he has been advised that
their meetings must be open to the public; and that notices
of their meetigs must be posted accordingly. Jack Holt
remains concerned about vehicles using the footpath
alorngside the Primary School, particularly after his recent
experience with a car leaving these premises at speed.

Applications for Outline Planning Permissions included a
number from Messrs Heygates, the largest of which, for
eighteen dwellings to the rear of Camp Farm, Camp Hill,
provoked strong objections from the Parish Council. Apart
from other considerations they believed that this would
exacerbate the already dangerous traffic situation at the
Pilgrims Lane/High Street/Camp Hill junction. Their views
have been forwarded to the District Council, where the
decisions on planning applications are made.

Nature Notes by Bill Lantsbury 6

I find it unbelivable that our fox can be seen everywhere.
In the Paddocks, in the High Street, trotting along beside
the brook, running the length of my garden! As I now have no
hens, I say, ''What a wonderful sight''.

A friend came to see me yesterday (18th March) and said
they went to the South Coast last weekend and all the
daffodils were out. I think the cold winds are holding ‘ours
back a bit but there are a lot of buds about. They could be
a picture for the late Easter. Many other flowers are out,
Celadines, aconites and chickweed. I am told these can all
be seen well in Everdon Stubbs.

My bird book says that the blackcap is a Summer visitor
but I feel certain that we have had one on the bird table
here many times. Apple was the thing it liked best!

Recently, we have had a treecreeper in the garden and only
a few weeks ago I saw a lovely nuthatch and a marsh tit in
sane woodlands.

I am sorry to read that many of our Summer visitors from
Africa will be getting less and less. The swallows, martins
and swifts certainly ate a few million flies. We shall all
have to carry a fly swatter before long!

There is one black and white, long tailed bird which is
certainly not decreasing. The number of magpies in the
country-side is enormous. I fear they will do no end of
damage, eating other birds' eggs and young. What a pity they
are not nice to eat, then game pie could have been replaced
with mag-pie!

The rooks in the churchyard started building their nests
about 27th February. They are not quite so sociable this
year. I have known them to have fifteen nests in the conker
tree opposite the Bells. This year there are about fifteen
nests, so far but they are spaced out between seven trees.

Gardeners Corner - Notes for April-May-June

When you read this, April, which is an important month for
gardeners will be all but gone, however it is not to late to
catch up. Here are a few jobs that should have been done
during the months. Digging with a bit of luck, will be
campleted.
Vegetables - Sow Brussel Sprouts and Summer Cabbage seed,
also Onions. Onions Sets, Shallots and Parsnips. Early and
late Potatoes should be planted. Reliable earlies, are
Foremost and Javelin; for real flavour Epicure if available.
Main Crop - Desiree, Pentland Crown and two 'oldies'
Majestic & King Edward.
Flowers - Half hardy annuals under glass need to be pricked
out i.e. Marigolds, Alyssum, Lobelia, Salvias etc. Start
Gladiola, Begenia and Dahlia tubers.
May
Vegetables - a further sowing of Broad Beans may be made
outside. Sow Beetroot, Carrots, White Turnips and later part
of month, Marrows. Do not sow Runner Beans before May 12-15.
Sow lettuce in succession. Little Gem is a good one. Heading
and Sprouting Broccoli also sown this month.
The Flower Garden -~ Do not plant out Half Hardy Annuals or
Dahlia plants before the end of the month or late frosts may
kill them. Sow Hardy Annuals such as Candytuft, Clarkia-
Nigella (Love in a Mist), Mignonette (scented) Cornflowers
outside where you would like them to flower. These will give
a wanderful show of colour throughout the summer. Rake soil
to a fine tilth, scatter seed thinly, raking on lightly.
These are wonderful subjects for the children to sow.
June
Roses will be in flower this month, watch out for mildew and
greenfly. Spray when you see them, cut off dead heads. The
Hardy Annuals will need thinning out this month. A few twigs
pushed in between the seedlings will support them. Half
Hardy Annuals which you have planted out may need water
during dry spells. Dahlias should now be planted.
Vegetables — Sow another row of early variety peas. Radishes
and lettuce can be sown. Outdoor tomatoes can be put out
towards the end of the month. Plant them by a South wall or
fence if possible. Plant out Brussel Sprouts, Broccoli,
Cauliflower, Savoys etc. Watch out for snails and slugs or
they will eat them before you get the chance. Put down slug
pellets but remember your pets, place a slate over them.

H.G.LOVELL

The Past:-

After over sixty five years of trading the old established
family butchery business of H.G.Lovell in High Street,
Bugbrooke, has been sold out. LINK has been asked by the
Lovell family to thank all who have supported them over
those many years and the subsequent friendly relationships
established.

The late Harry Lovell served in the Scots Guards during
World War I. and after his return home started work with
Messrs Swifts (Butchers) in Abington Street, Northampton; he
soon decided to create his own business and originally
operated in what is now known as ''Tarry's Yard''. It was in
1925 that he purchased three cottages at the corner of High
Street and Pilgrims Lane fram Mrs Beatrice Gilkes which were
developed into the present premises. Adjoining stabling was
converted into a slaughter house and throughout their
existance Lovells did their own slaughtering. In the early
days deliveries to local custamers and those in surrounding
villages were by horse drawn cart and this mode of transport
was re-introduced during the petrol shortage during and
immediately following World war II. Since Harry Lovell's
retirement in 1960 the business was managed Jjointly by son
Jack and Brian King although daughters Yvonne and Betty -
and indeed the rest of the family - always took an active
part.

The Founder passed away in 1974 at the grand old age of 82
but the name ''H.G. Lovell'' will for ever remain part of
Bugbrooke's long interesting history.
