Parish Council meetings December 1991
and January 1992

The meeting in January produced an historic occasion. For the first time
in its history the Parish Council adopted Standing Orders to govern their
procedures. Whilst perhaps not in the same league as the Magna Carta,
it is nonetheless a momentous decision. Having got along (relatively)
happily without them for so many years it was understandable that there
should be a little unease over what could be seen as a strait-jacket for
proceedings. However, there has been a flood of legislation over the
past few years regulating the operation of all local authorities and this
could not be ignored indefinitely. For example, the law requires that
business to be transacted at a Parish Council meeting must be specified
on the agenda. Strictly speaking anything not so specified cannot be
discussed or decided, even if it is regarded as a matter of urgency. As
many of the Parish Council’s decisions tend to have “emerged” — often
as “any other business” we may not have been complying with the law.
Members were assured, however, that a method would be found to
enable them to raise matters of report so that if, for example, they fell
down a pot-hole on their way to a meeting, this could be reported and
taken up with the appropriate authority immediately rather than waiting a
month for the next meeting. Members of the public were also assured
that the ten minutes public question time would be retained. The new
rules will take effect in the Spring but in the meantime a dummy run will
be in operation. Watch this space!

Continuing the theme of legislation affecting local government; South
Northamptonshire District Council are obviously very worried about their
future in the light of the Government's proposals for unitary authorities
i.e. one council instead of the existing two tier system. At present we
have Counties with responsibilities for Highways, Education, Police,
Social Services, Libraries etc; and Districts responsible for Housing,
Environmental Health, Planning etc. Not only have South
Northamptonshire dropped the word “District” from their title but they
are actively wooing Parish Councils, whose views may be sought upon
the best form of unitary authority, and they have even produced a
booklet which seems to suggest that they could absorb all the
responsibilities of the County Council, who provide 85% of the existing
services, without increasing their current staffing levels. They have
obviously discovered the secret of Dr. Who's Tardis which, for the
uninitiated, is much larger on the inside than appears physically possible

from the outside. On a more parochial note, it is possible that a
reorganisation of local government could give enhanced powers to
Parish Councils. Let us hope that this inspires more enthusiasm for local
affairs than at present. At the last Parish Council elections Bugbrooke,
with a population around 3000 and an entitlement to 15 places, could
muster only 14 candidates.

Once again Sue Pace enthusiastically took on extra duties. Not only is
she again co-ordinating the village’s clean-up operation (another go at
KDSg for me please Sue) but she is taking on the possibly onerous task
of liaison between the Parish Council and the Electricity Board. During
the discussion on this item | learned that we also have a liaison officer
for the Arts, The Revd Canon Tim Partridge. What with Tree Wardens
John Curtis and the ubiquitous Sue Pace and Snowmen Ken Gardner
and myself, we seem to have covered a wide spectrum of interests and
situations.

Dr. Dipak Dutta was concerned about poor street lighting throughout
the village. The Parish Council had already agreed a rolling programme
of repairs and improvements to existing lights and it was thought that
this should improve the position. However, whilst it was accepted that it
would not be appropriate for a village to be lit like a town, it was agreed
that the situation should be carefully monitored. A major factor of course
is the cost — it already costs the village £6000 p.a. simply fo maintain
the existing level of provision. This easily represents the largest single
item of expenditure.

Estimates for 1992/3 were discussed. It was agreed that, taking into
account the intention to carry out a rolling programme of repair and
replacement of street lights, a precept of £13000 should be sought
through South Northamptonshire (don’t call us District) Council. It was
also suggested that consideration should be given to obtaining the best
possible interest on money held by the Parish Council. Peter Bignell, Dr
Dutta and Clerk Harry Gilkes are to investigate.

The Parish Council also considered the need for a Local Plan, surface
water problems at Pound Lane, an apparently exorbitant bill from the
Electricity Board, the missing litter bin at the Green opposite the Primary
School and the desperate need for a police presence in the village.

Bugbrooke Women’s Institute

It was Laura Rose, a dairying instructress who started the second W.I.
in Canada in 1897, who thought up the movement's motto: “For Home
and Country”. Perhaps this may seem a little old-fashioned to us now,
but the sentimenis it echoes are surely evergreen: a warm and
welcoming home is still vital in this modern and fast-moving world, and
every working woman contributes towards the continuing prosperity of
this country of ours. In both these ways, we are helping to safeguard the
future for our children.

In March 1919, the W.I. in Britain launched its own national magazine
which it entitled “Home and Country”, its first issue running to 3,000
copies. The formula could hardly fail: on the front cover was a picture of
Queen Mary and Princess Mary; there were seven pages of recipes,
reports from local W.l.s and a poem. Three months later, the circulation
had doubled, and since that first issue, not a month has gone by in
which the magazine has not appeared. By 1927, circulation was 50,000;
in 1946 it was 100,000, and it reached 150,000 copies in 1964. Even in
the worst year of the slump in 1931-32, when many adverisers
cancelled, Home and Country was able to hand over a profit of £550 to
the National Federation. Today, the magazine reaches over 350,000
readers countrywide.

The magazine has had its share of well-known contributors, but one of
its greatest claims to fame is that it was once used to give Albent
Schweitzer lessons in English! Its articles have always been
wide-ranging (from housekeeping among the head-hunters ot Papua to
pig marketing and the Law of Property Bill!), and nowadays it gives
valuable advice on money-matters, updates on health and
environmental issues, and holiday offers, as well as the traditional
crossword, recipes and craft patterns.
