£300,000

Parish Council Meetings -
January and February 1996

The year finished on a sad note with the death of Jack Holt after almost
50 years service as a Councillor of Bugbrooke Parish Council. Despite
his restricted vision in later years he had an almost encyclopaedic
knowledge of the village and was always prepared to stand up for the
rights of parishioners against any perceived injustice. This was no doubt
why he often received the highest number of votes at elections. It is the
end of an era and Parish Council meetings will never be quite the same
again. A Jack Holt Memorial Walk will be arranged on his birthday, 16th
Junée, the details of which will be announced nearer the time.

Probably the most far-reaching issue considered was Northampton-
shire County Council’s discussion document and questionnaire “Locating
New Development in Northamptonshire - the Options”. The Parish
Council has informed the County Council that the favoured option is
“A”, Urban Infill, particularly on derelict sites. Also supported is
development in the transport corridor created by the Al4 and by the
new rail links at Daventry and Corby. The option least favoured by the
Parish Council is “C”, Key Small Town or Village Extensions, and those
which might involve further “urbanisation” of the countryside around
Northampton. The Parish Council also encouraged the County Council
to make the options document widely available within the village. The
responses to this document will inform the future County Structure
Plan. Objections to specific undesirable developments are futile if the
principle of such development has already been included in the
Structure Plan.

Consequently, now is the time to make our voices heard. I hope that
many of you had the opportunity to complete and return the questionnaire.

The Parish Council has set up a Development Plan Working Group,
partly to avoid being caught unawares by planning and other major
issues which could arise at short notice. The Group has been given the
massive task of producing a business or development plan for the fore-
seeable future. This will involve preparing a flexible rolling programme
of desirable and feasible activities as part of the budgeting process. It
should also contain planning policies based on those outlined in the
preceding paragraph and agreed by the 22 Mid-Northamptonshire
Parishes, the inaugural meeting of which took place at Bugbrooke last

Autumn. The Working Group will also need to consider such diverse
issues as affordable housing, village appraisal and poop-scoop schemes.

The Family Health Services Authority tell us that the approval for
Gordon Davis Chemists Limited to provide a pharmacy in the village
has expired. Thus, the immediate threat to the surgery pharmacy is
lifted. (They cannot provide a pharmacy if one is provided elsewhere in
the village.) However, there is nothing to prevent a further application
being made at any time.

Many households will have received an offer from Anglian Water
Authority regarding an insurance scheme for repairs to burst pipes or
blocked drains on individual household’s property — which is the
responsibility of the home owner. Continuing the campaign concerning
the numerous householders whose sewers are not adopted and so are
responsible for any necessary repairs even beyond their own property,
the Parish Council has suggested to Anglian Water that they should
consider producing an insurance scheme for households served by
unadopted sewers.

South Northamptonshire Council has agreed to pay 50% of the cost of a
scheme to provide off-street parking at West End on land kindly donated
by the Jesus Fellowship. If achieved, this should remove obstructions from
the footpath and safeguard an access for emergency vehicles.

Information has been received that the ash trees along Kislingbury
Road are to be pollarded. The arboriculturalists on the Parish Council
tell me that this will leave us with a totem pole effect for the time being.

Finally, the strange world of footpaths and rights of way. The Parish
Council decided some time ago to erect a stile on the fence at the bottom
of John’s Road; the intention being to provide access to the footpath
whilst meeting the field owner’s reasonable request that it should not
create an official public right of way. To achieve this an official and
legally worded disclaimer notice was required. The County Council
Rights of Way people were consulted-and, after many months and
numerous reminders, came up with “Stile Erected by Parish Council. Not a
Public Right of Way”. I suppose we could have worked this out for
ourselves. At least it is clear and to the point, which is more than can be
said of some Parish Council and Committee meetings. Aubrey Howard, the
Chairman of the Footpaths Committee, brought members to order on one
occasion by reminding them that, although the item under discussion
related to footpaths, it was the conversation that was rambling.

writing now and saying that he has never seen so many in all his life!
We have a Bramley apple tree at the end of the garden and although
there was a dreadful drought last year and many apples failed to
mature, the Bramley came on late and we had quite a few. [ picked
some and stored them but I left a lot on the tree. These eventually
dropped off and the ground was covered with a mass of little green
apples. During the very cold days of late January and the beginning of
February several large thrush like birds appeared and started to eat the
apples. They were Fieldfares. They had a few Redwings with them. Not
many days after, the whole of the garden beneath the apple tree was
absolutely covered with Fieldfares. I have never seen so many in my
life. They cleared up every single apple and that part of the garden has
never been so tidy. Other people have told me that the Fieldfares have
cleared up their apples too.

Another little creature which is most numerous this year is the
squirrel. I do not know where his home or drey is but he has been
running about all the winter. One has just run along the top of the
garage and looked in the window. It certainly has no fear of people.

I am watching the Rooks building their nests in the trees opposite. I
think they should be named Crooks not Rooks because they will keep
stealing the building material from other nests when they are left
unguarded.

What a pleasure it is to look out and see the snowdrops. I have never
seen so many in the churchyard. The daffodils are coming on well too.
They will soon be showing colour. I see some crocus are out too.

There have been some good bird sightings. Don Isom, who lives at
Heyford and walks to Bugbrooke every Sunday to see his Dad says that
he sees a Little Owl along that road nearly every week. He says what a
pretty little bird it is. A Snipe has been seen near the river and several
Spotted Woodpeckers are about. Barn Owls are about too.

To conclude, I would like to write about a cockerel. Several months ago,
Esther went to feed her poultry and found a large cockerel was amongst
the hens. She had no idea where it had come from. It was a vicious old so
and so and it crowed from sun up to sun down.
