Parish Council Meetings

(September and October)

After the tensions occasioned by the consideration of proposals for
significant residential developments, the recent meetings of the Parish
Council have been of a more tranquil nature. The current position of the
proposals for the developments at Camp Hill/Pilgrims Lane (involving the
playing fields) and land adjacent to Merrifields Farm is that both have been
refused planning permission by the District Council Planning Committee.
However, each applicant may, within a period of 6 months of the refusal,
appeal against this decision. An appeal has already been lodged against the
Planning Committees decision to refuse the application for another
development involving 18 houses and 2 barn conversions on land off Camp
Hill (opposite Pilgrims Lane and Mr Mole’s Larder).

The Parish Council learnt that our local Member of Parliament, Michael
Morris, has lent his not inconsiderable weight to the campaign to prevent
British Rail converting the level crossing at Banbury Lane to an automatic
unmanned crossing, operated by remote control from, | think, Rugby.

Discussion continues about the wall at the bottom of footpath KD9 (Ash
Grove to High Street). There has been no further comment or action from
the County Council. This seems to have dragged on for years now and it
has been suggested that it resembles ‘The Mousetrap’ both in its longevity
and its almost theatrical nature.

Members of the Parish Council were less than enthusiastic about the offer
from the District Council of a path sweeping service. They considered that
this was a setrvice which should be provided as a matter of course and not
offered as an extra for the Parish Council to pay separately.

The Parish Council also noted that the ground for the new allottments was
being staked out; expressed concern over the number of cars parking at
certain times in The Paddocks; supported the retention of dog licences;
noted various minor planning applications; and recorded their displeasure at
the obstruction of footpaths by overhanging hedges, overgrown weeds and,
in one case, dumped grass cuttings.
