Parking issues in the village

The parking in and around the village is an issue that is always popular with many
residents. We have all experienced problems in one place or another at different times,
but unfortunately it is a problem of modern living in a village. The Parish Council,
together with most residents, would not wish to see a full scale parking scheme with the
double yellow lines throughout the village i too much like the centre of Northampton.

However, there are one or two locations that have been identified, where it is felt
they would benefit from parking restrictions being imposed, to try and make road safety
better for all road users. The locations that the Parish Council have noted as causing
particular problems are:-

The junction of Smitherway and Johns Road;

The junction of Levitts Road and Johns Road;

At these locations vehicles parked close to the corners make it hazardous for other
road users turning in and out of the side roads, especially Levitts Road with the number

of road users attending the Doctordés surge

The other location that has been identified is Church Lane, from the southern end of
the lay-by for a length of approximately 20 metres. Vehicles parked on this section of the
highway can cause other road users to pull into the centre of the road, occasionally
meeting another car or worse an HGV coming in the opposite direction!

The Parish Council is proposing to request Northamptonshire Highways to
implement parking restrictions at these locations, and would like to hear from residents
with their views on the proposal. Do you think it is good idea? Would you prefer not to
have any more yellow lines laid down in the village? Please let us know what you think
by contacting the Clerk, either via the new Parish Council website 1
www.bugbrookeparishcouncil.org.uk or by email at bugbrookepc@btconnect.com or by
phone on 832838 and leave a message.
