Parish Council Meetings

February and March

A special meeting of the Parish Council was held on 9th March in order
to hear the views of a senior planning officer of South
Northamptonshire Council on the future development plans for the
village. The position regarding a Village Plan is simple — there will not
be one! The new system introduced by the Government now involves
an overall number of new houses in rural areas throughout the South
Northamptonshire District rather than specific village plans. This allows
more flexibility to the District Council in its planning policy for rural
areas. At present Bugbrooke is a Limited Development village which is

the category where most rural area houses are built. The proposal is
to “give the village a rest from development” and change the status
to allow infill development only. Development just outside the
existing village boundary may be allowed if it is socially desirable.
The Parish Council have always pressed for starter homes and
private bungalows for retired people to be included in any
development. Unfortunately, as most of the village’s allocated
development is already past the planning stage, we seem to have
missed another opportunity. Moreover, as South Northamptonshire
Council are apparently not aware of the existing “mix” of houses in
the village and have no ideas how to positively encourage any future
development towards the type of housing required, there is little
hope of any significant change.

Following comments about poor street lighting throughout the village
the Parish Council have established a Committee comprising Debbie
Blair, Phil Bignell and myself to review the situation. It appears,
however, that we have very little room for manoeuvre as East Midlands
Electricity have carried out a survey of all the old concrete columns in
the village and have produced a list of those which they recommend
should be replaced as soon as possible. The fist runs to 25 lamps at a
total replacement cost in the region of £10,000. Bearing in mind that
only £3,000 was set aside for such improvements and that the total
precept of the Parish Council for 1992/93 is £13,000 it will be
appreciated that any significant improvements in lighting could take
some time. In the meantime the Committee have suggested a priority
list, mostly from the list produced by East Midlands Electricity, which
endeavours to improve the lighting where necessary on the main
pedestrian routes in the village, particularly those used by elderly and
young people. In the meantime anyone who notices a street light not
working should report it to the Electricity Board (Tel. No. 752345). Each
light has a number and this and the street name is all they need to
know. As up to 20% of lights are out at any one time, it is in all our
interests to report them as soon as possible.

The felling of 4 trees in the village attracted some publicity and it is
appropriate, therefore, to explain the Parish Council’s role in the
proceedings. South Northamptonshire Council sought the Parish
Council's views on an application received to fell 4 trees which were
the subject of Tree Preservation Orders but which were apparently
threatening and threatened by a neighbouring building. In the
circumstances the Parish Council did not oppose the application but
suggested that replacements should be planted. A site meeting was

held when both the planning officer and the aboriculturalist (tree
expert) of the District Council expressed the view that the trees should
be retained. However, the District Council’s Planning and Development
Committee subsequently approved the application and the trees were
accordingly felled. At the time of writing the reasons for this
Committee’s decision are not known. The probability is that, in this
case, the application was properly submitted and, having received the
approval of the District Council, the trees were legally felled. The Parish
Council were concerned, however, that it did raise issues relating to the
procedure which should be addressed. Consequently, the District
Council have been asked to provide reports from their arboriculturalist
when any future applications of this nature are passed to the Parish
Council for their observations. As a footnote to this case, the Parish
Council’s suggestion for replacement trees has, | gather, been taken up
and new trees have been planted.

Detailed footpath matters are generally dealt with by the Footpaths
Committee and the Parish Council were pleased to confirm the co-option
to this Committee of Simon Butterworth. Whilst not an official footpath the
Parish Council are nonetheless anxious to reopen the pedestrian access
from Pilgrims Lane (opposite Meadway) to the Playing Fields via Pound
Lane. The developers, Francis Jackson, have been reminded of their
obligation to provide a path as soon as possible. Remaining on the topic
of footpaths a brief commercial. The village footpath map, which is to be
reviewed by the Committee, is excellent value at 20 pence. Before
leaving footpaths, a seasonal reminder. Villagers with trees or shrubs
along- side paths are reminded to ensure that they are trimmed back.
The Parish Council receive many complaints during the Spring and
Summer about foliage overhanging paths.

Possible good news on the law and order front. It seems likely that a
police officer may take up residence in the currently empty police
house at Camp Hill. This might prove useful, at least for those of us
who may have forgotten what a policeman looks like.

Finally, two apologies arising from the Parish Council report in the
February edition of LINK First a horrendous grammatical error has
been brought to my attention. In the very first line of the report is a
reference to “an historic occasion”. As I'm sure you all spotted the
correct version is “a historic occasion”. Secondly, and undoubtedly
even worse, for some reason Phil Bignell was referred to as Peter
Bignell. Whilst he was not unduly concerned over this, | offer him my
full and unreserved apologies. (I hope no one will notice the split
infinitive which appears earlier in this report!) David Harries
